Today, the traveling team of Clydesdales logs thousands of miles annually performing at parades,
rodeos, fairs and special events. In addition to the Clydesdales, this year’s parade will feature more than
100 decorative floats, pipe and drum corps, classic automobiles, bagpipers, marching bands, Irish
dancers, street performers, scout troops, local sports teams, Veterans groups, and much more!

Following the parade, stick around for the St. Patrick’s Festival, which runs until 7:00 pm at Huizenga
Plaza and along the Riverwalk. Highlights will include live bands, Irish dancers, interactive
entertainment, cultural attractions and an expanded Kids Zone featuring bounce houses, gigantic slides,
pony rides, a trackless train, face painting, a petting zoo and mechanical rides. Featured performers will
include the Celtic Sounds with Johnnie D, The Sky Family Band, Kelly Academy of Irish Dance, the
Fineans, Aranmore Academy of Irish Dance, Celtic Bridge, Drake School of Irish Dance and more.
