GENERAL COMMENTS

The following comments are for informational purposes.
Please consider the following prior to submittal for Final DRC:

1. The Florida Building Code shall apply to the construction, alteration, movement, enlargement,
replacement, repair, equipment, use and occupancy, location, maintenance, removal and
demolition of every building or structure or any appurtenances connected or attached to such
buildings or structures.

2. All projects must consider safeguards during the construction process. Florida Building Code
Chapter 33 delineates various safeguards that may apply during the construction phase. All
structures associated with the protection of pedestrians will require a separate permit. A licensed
professional must sign and seal the plans and specifications.

3. The City of Fort Lauderdale is a participating municipality in the National Flood Insurance
Program (NFIP). The requirements specific to the City of Fort Lauderdale can be found in

Chapter 14 - FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT of the Code of Ordinances and accessed at;

Please consider the following prior to submittal for Building Permit:

1. On January 1st, 2018 the 6t Edition of the Florida Building Code was adopted. All work
described in Section 101.2, of the Broward County Administrative portion of the Florida Building
Code, will govern the administration and enforcement of the proposed work.

RIGHT-OF-WAY / EASEMENT DEDICATION(S) REQUIRED PER ULDR SECTION 47-25.2.M.5:.

a.

Provide 10’ Right-of-Way dedication or permanent Right-of-Way Easement along south side of State
Road 870 / E Commercial Boulevard (coordinate with FDOT), to complete half of 120’ Right-of-Way
section per the most current Broward County Trafficways Plan; clarify with FDOT if Right-of-Way
dedication (which may affect building setbacks) or Right-of-Way Easement (which doesn’t affect
building setbacks) will be required.

Provide 30’ corner chord Right-of-Way dedication or permanent Right-of-Way Easement on
southwest corner of State Road 870 / E Commercial Boulevard & NE 18t Avenue intersection
(coordinate with FDOT) per ULDR Section 47-24.5.D.p; show / label delineation in the plans. Clarify
with FDOT if Right-of-Way dedication or Right-of-Way Easement will be required.

Provide permanent Sidewalk Easement as appropriate along south side of State Road 870 / E
Commercial Boulevard to accommodate portion pedestrian clear path (coordinate required width
with FDOT and TAM) that may be located beyond public Right-of-Way; show / label delineation in
the plans.

Provide permanent Sidewalk Easement as appropriate along west side of NE 18t Avenue to
accommodate portion pedestrian clear path (coordinate required width with TAM) that may be
located beyond public Right-of-Way and/or Right-of-Way Easement dedication; show / label
delineation in the plans.

Provide 10’ x 15’ (min.) permanent Utility Easement for any 4 Inch or larger water meter and/or the
first private sanitary sewer manhole located within the proposed development (for City Maintenance
access); show / label delineation in the plans as appropriate.

Meet the City’s Adequacy requirements to services provided to the public (fire service, water,
wastewater, stormwater, transportation, etc.), per ULDR Section 47-25.2 of the City’s Code of
Ordinances. Assess potential demands and impacts on City services and prepare a design for each
that utilizes existing water, wastewater, stormwater, and transportation infrastructure to adequately
serve this project. If the adequate infrastructure is not available, prepare a design that
extends/expands the connection to the nearest City system to adequately serve this development.

a. Prepare service demand calculations for water & wastewater services and obtain a letter of
service availability from the City’s Public Works — Engineering Department. Please contact Daniel
Fisher at 954-828-5850 or dfisher@fortlauderdale.gov.

Depict and label all existing utilities/ structures on provided survey. For instance, existing manholes,
catch basins, and rim elevations are depicted on engineering plan but not on survey.

Proposed building or structures shall not be constructed within proposed right of way easements,
dedications, corner chords dedications, or sight triangles. Proposed stairs at SW corner of NE 18th Ave
and Commercial Blvd appears to encroach into corner chord and sight triangle. More prominently
depict the 25 feet sight triangle and corner chord on plans.

Any permanent encroachment into the City’s Right-of-Way, including but not limited to building
overhangs and signage, requires a separate Design Review Committee (DRC) submittal and a
Revocable License Agreement. Future coordination with the City Attorney’s Office will be needed

regarding the proper requirements and conditions. Any permanent encroachment into other
jurisdictional (i.e. FDOT, BCHCED, etc.) Right-of-Way and perpetual easements shall be coordinated
with those agencies.

More prominently show on all plan sheets and typical roadway sections the existing Right-of-Way
boundaries adjacent to the proposed development along Commercial Bivd and NE 18t Avenue;
also show proposed Right-of-Way, Right-of-Way Easement, Sidewalk Easement boundaries as
applicable for this project.

Show and label existing Right-of-Way, proposed Right-of-Way and/or Easement boundaries, sidewalk
easements and horizontal building clearances on all building elevation / section details, as
appropriate. Label vertical clearance above public access sidewalks, if any building overhang is
proposed.

Provide appropriate turning radii at the NW corner of the alley and NE 18" Ave. A min. 10 foot radius
is recommended. Sidewalk and pavement to be reconstructed accordingly.

Consider eliminating the driveway opening off NE 18t Ave since NE 18t Ave can be accessed from
the site through the alley to the south. If driveway is eliminated, ensure curb and gutter and sidewalk
is constructed accordingly.

Plans indicate existing sidewalk to remain along NE 18t Ave and Commercial Blvd. Existing sidewalks
adjacent to the project must be inspected by Engineer of Record to ensure it meets ADA standards
and are in good condition. In order to comply with City Code of Ordinances Section 25-56, at
minimum, sidewalks along NE 18t Ave shall be replaced where cracks and uneven surfaces exist.

Proposed ramp along Commercial Blvd appears to be only 4 feet wide, per section BB. All ramp
landings with change in direction must be at least 5 feet wide in all directions per Florida Building
accessibility code. Please confirm proposed ramp encroachment within 10 feet right of way is
acceptable by FDOT.

Continue concrete sidewalk across and delineate with FDOT’s ‘Curbed Roadway - Flared Turnouts’
standard detail (Index 515 — Sheet No. 2 of 7) for proposed State Road 870 / E Commercial Boulevard
driveway access point (coordinate with FDOT and TAM) and NE 18th Avenue driveway access point.

The existing retaining wall along NE 18th Ave has an opening, label new retaining wall on plans.
Label on plans limits of existing (to remain) and proposed curb and gutter/ valley gutter.

Label on Site Plan Data Table the required and proposed type of loading zone(s) required, per ULDR
Section 47-20.2 Table 2 and Section 47-20.6.

Indicate the number and type of service positions (i.e. automatic vs. bank teller) and required/
proposed vehicle reservoir spaces on site plan/ data table to confirm the site complies with ULDR
Section 47-20.17.

Discuss the location of the proposed pedestrian access to the site and the conflict with the outbound
reservoir space.

Per ULDR Section 47-20.5.C.6, show and label on Site Plan the minimum vehicle stacking distance
required for driveway ingress to and egress from the proposed development — a minimum 12’ x 22’
area for each vehicle to be accommodated for stacking, as measured from the City’s Right-of-Way
boundary. Outbound stacking not provided off NE 18t Ave and Alley.

Confirm coordination with Broward County Transit (BCT) regarding the relocation of the bench for the
existing bus stop along Commercial Blvd. Label bus stop sign on plans accordingly.

Label existing 8 inch sewer main on sheet WS-1 and call out on plans a new clean out will be installed
per City standard detail #209. Indicate size of existing water services and sanitary sewer services to
be re-used.

Include City standard details for proposed improvements in the right of way as applicable. City
standard details can be found at https:///www.fortlauderdale.gov/departments/sustainable-
development/building-services/engineering-forms-and-info.

Provide storm runoff calculations, signed and sealed by a Florida registered professional engineer,
which demonstrate how minimum criteria regarding adjacent street crown and finished floor
elevations are met, as well as how the 25-year, 3-day storm event is maintained on site with zero
discharge to Right-of-Way and adjacent properties (unless proposed drainage design is based on
Pre vs. Post analysis). Please also comply with the City of Fort Lauderdale Comprehensive Plan
(Ordinance C-08-18), Objective 4.1 under Infrastructure Elements, and be advised that effective
7/1/2017, all projects must comply with the Broward County ‘Future Conditions Average Wet Season
Groundwater Level’ map.

Drainage mitigation is required for any impacts within adjacent City of Fort Lauderdale Right-of-Way,
such as increased runoff, additional impervious areas, and reduction of existing storage or treatment
(i.e. swale areas). Engineer of Record (EOR) shall evaluate the adjacent City roadway system
capacity and demonstrate that the proposed improvements will not negatively impact the City’s
existing drainage system, and provide recommendations in compliance with the City’s
Comprehensive Plan (i.e. meets or exceeds the 10-year/l-day storm event drainage capacity
criteria).

Discuss how sidewalk runoff (between building and Right-of-Way boundaries) and on-site drainage
(including roof drains) from the proposed development will be mitigated such that it won’t be
conveyed into the adjacent existing public storm drain infrastructure, or whether additional
infrastructure will be required within City Right-of-Way (coordinate as appropriate with the respective
FDOT and BCHCED agencies for mitigation of additional runoff within those jurisdictions). Show
location of building roof drains, and their proposed connection(s) to the on-site drainage system.

It appears a considerable amount of runoff from the private driveways is being directed to the
proposed trench drains adjacent to City right of way. Verify proposed trench drain elevations and its
effectiveness maintaining runoff from proposed site improvements on-site. Proposed trench drain to
be at least 12 inch wide. Label on plans accordingly.

Coordinate with Public Works (Utilities Distribution and Collection Division) for any connections to
and/or demolition of existing City infrastructure along NE 18t Ave. Any new trees (located within or
adjacent to City Right-of-Way) should be placed with sufficient horizontal and vertical distances (per
City, County, and State guidelines) to / from City’s public infrastructure, including stormwater assets,
to allow for continued Public Works maintenance without obstruction. If this cannot be
accommodated due to field conditions, then the developer shall relocate the existing City’s public
infrastructure to resolve the conflict(s) and to comply with City’s, County’s & State’s engineering
standards/permits/policies.

e. Provide written correspondence between the Public Works (Utilities Distribution and Collection
Division) and the Engineer of Record.

Additional coordination maybe required for projects located within River Oaks neighborhood which
are part of a City Drainage Master Plan. Please contact Rares Petrica (Public Works) at 954-828-6720
or rpetrica@fortlauderdale.gov and provide correspondence accordingly.

Show all existing and proposed utilities on civil and landscaping plans for potential conflict. Any
above ground utilities to remain shall be visible on all plans, (i.e. mast arm on SW corner of
Commercial Blvd, concrete power poles and overhead wires along the alley).

Evaluate the possibility of utilizihg a sustainable stormwater approach with the possibility of low
impact (cisterns, pervious pavers, bioswales, raingardens, etc.) uses for landscaping along the
streetscape.

Within adjacent City Right-of-Way, staging/storage will not be allowed, construction fence shall not
encroach within intersection corner sight triangles, construction fence gates shall not swing into the
public Right-of-Way, and any Jib Crane radius shall not extend beyond private property boundaries.
Any City Right-of-Way closure over 72 hours requires a Revocable License Agreement, processed by
Property Right-Of-Way Committee (DRC) and approved by the City’s Commission, prior to Right-of-
Way permit issuance by the Department of Sustainable Development for Maintenance of Traffic.

Prior to submitting Administrative Review (i.e. DRC Level I) application to request Revocable License
Agreement, please contact Dennis Girisgen at 954-828-5123 or dgirisgen@fortlauderdale.gov to
discuss proposed scope of closure within City Right-of-Way.

Discuss if pedestrian lighting is proposed; if not, discuss the possibility of the addition of pedestrian
lighting along City Right-of-Way, which requires perpetual maintenance by the Applicant via a
Maintenance Agreement executed with the City. Please contact the Case Planner for details to
match the area.

Provide Maintenance Agreement Area Exhibit, which provides a visual representation of the area
within the adjacent public Right-of-Way (adjacent to the proposed development) to be maintained
in perpetuity by the developer. Label whether the adjacent Right-of-Way is FDOT, BCHCED, or City
jurisdiction, as well as label all proposed improvements, including asphalt and other specialty paving,
concrete and other specialty sidewalk, landscaping, irrigation, lighting, etc. that will be maintained
by the Applicant throughout the life of the improvements.

Ensure all plans have been coordinated between disciplines and depict the latest site layout.

The following is a list of typical DRC (Development Review Committee) submittal requirements and
regulatory information pertaining to the reviews by the City of Fort Lauderdale Engineering Division.
This list is not all inclusive and additional requirements may apply:

A. Provide a boundary and topographic survey prepared by a licensed Florida Surveyor and be
less than six (6) months old from the date of application submittal, abstracted, signed and
sealed. Survey of the subject property needs to depict all easements, encumbrances and
ownership information and shall be done with the benefit of a Standard Title Commitment
issued by a title insurer licensed to do business in Florida or an Opinion of Title issued by an
attorney admitted to the Florida Bar, which must have an effective date no more than thirty
(30) days prior to the date of submittal of the survey. Itis recommended that the survey meet
the 2016 Minimum Standard Detail Requirements of the American Land Title Association /
National Society of Professional Surveyors (ALTA/NSPS).

Property lines, public and private easements (including Official Record Book/Page of
recorded documents), and adjacent Right-of-Way shall be clearly shown, labeled and width
dimensioned. All existing features including but not limited to structures, roadways,
watercourses, above and below ground utilities, inverts, medians/openings, sidewalks, curb
cuts shall be clearly shown and labeled. Provide spot elevations on-site, at property corners,
along property boundaries (50 foot max. interval), and along existing roadway
crowns/pavement edges adjacent to property as appropriate. Elevations shall be
referenced to North American Vertical Datum of 1988 (NAVD 88).

B. Meet the City’s Adequacy requirements to services provided to the public (fire service, water,
wastewater, stormwater, transportation, etc.), per ULDR Section 47-25.2 of the City’s Code of
Ordinances. Assess potential demands and impacts on City services and prepare a design
for each that utilizes existing water, wastewater, stormwater, and transportation infrastructure
to adequately serve this project. If the adequate infrastructure is not available, prepare a
design that extends/expands the connection to the nearest City system to adequately serve
this development.

Please be advised that the Public Works water & wastewater capacity allocation is valid up
until the first extension request after Final DRC approval (i.e. 18 months to apply for
construction permit and 24 months for issuance of building permit). After that, the developer
must obtain an updated letter of service availability from the City’s Public Works — Engineering
Department.

C. All proposed improvements within or adjacent to the Florida Department of Transportation
(FDQT), Broward County Highway Construction & Engineering Division (BCHCED), and City
Right-of-Way are subject to issuance of a Right-of-Way permit from the authority having
jurisdiction. This shall include the execution of an agreement that authorizes those entities for
removing the improvements for any public purpose in the future. The Applicant shall also
execute a maintenance agreement with the appropriate FDOT, BCHCED, and City entities
attesting that all improvements, including asphalt paving, concrete sidewalks, curb & gutter,
specialty hardscaping, landscaping, irrigation, lighting, etc., proposed within the adjacent
public Right-of-Way (between Right-of-Way boundary and street pavement edge) will be
maintained by the Applicant throughout the life of the improvements.

Applicant shall not connect the on-site drainage system to those within the adjacent public
Right-of-Ways of FDOT, BCHCED, and the City of Fort Lauderdale.

Please note that all easements and maintenance agreements shall be recorded prior to final
permit close out and Certificate of Occupancy (CO) issuance.

D. Please be advised that if Right-of-Way dedications and/or Right-of-Way Easements (per the
Broward County Trafficways Plan), including corner chords (per ULDR Section 47-24.5.D.1.p.vi),
are waived by FDOT and/or BCHCED (provide written correspondence), they will still be
requested by the City of Fort Lauderdale.

E. Please be advised that private structure assemblies (i.e. Drainage Well, Backflow Preventer,
Water Meter Vault, on-site drainage system, etc.) shall be located within proposed
development, and not within the City’s Right-of-Way or permanent easements; coordinate
proposed location(s) within the respective FDOT and BCHCED jurisdictions as appropriate.

Provide 10 foot x 15 foot (min.) permanent Utility Easement for any 4 Inch or larger water
meter and/or the first private sanitary sewer manhole located within the proposed
development (for City Maintenance access); show / label delineation in the plans as
appropriate.

F. Provide conceptual Water and Sewer Plan that features proposed connections to City
infrastructure, including limits of any existing City water main and/or sanitary sewer
infrastructure to be removed and/or modified, and location of all existing utilities in vicinity of
the proposed improvements (that may be in conflict).

G. Provide conceptual Paving, Grading, and Drainage Plan to demonstrate how stormwater
runoff will remain onsite (include typical cross-sections along all property lines as appropriate).
Stormwater quantity (i.e. flood control) and quality shall comply with the applicable South
Florida Water Management District, Broward County Surface Water Management, and City
Comprehensive Plan (Ordinance C-15-08, Objective 4.1 under Infrastructure Elements)
requirements. Applicant shall be responsible for maintenance of these proposed storm drain
infrastructure improvements located within City Right-of-Way during a 1-year warranty period,
until accepted by the City’s Public Works Department.

H. Provide storm runoff calculations, sighed and sealed by a Florida registered professional
engineer, which demonstrate how minimum criteria regarding adjacent street crown and
finished floor elevations are met, as well as how the 25-year, 3-day storm event is maintained
on site with zero discharge to Right-of-Way and adjacent properties (unless proposed
drainage design is based on Pre vs. Post analysis). Please be advised that effective 7/1/2017,
all projects must comply with the Broward County ‘Future Conditions Average Wet Season
Groundwater Level’ map.

Drainage mitigation shall be required for proposed project improvements (i.e. on-street
parking, sidewalks, etc.) that adversely impact the adjacent City of Fort Lauderdale Right-of-
Way, such as increased runoff, additional impervious areas, and reduction of existing storage
or treatment (i.e. swale areas). Engineer of Record (EOR) shall evaluate the adjacent City
roadway system capacity and demonstrate that the proposed improvements will not
negatively impact the City’s existing drainage system, and provide recommendations in
compliance with the City’s Comprehensive Plan (i.e. meets or exceeds the 10-year/1-day
storm event drainage capacity criteria).

I.  Per ULDR Section 47-19.4.D.6, all dumpster enclosures and adjacent service access drive shall
be placed on poured concrete, solid or perforated interlocking concrete block paving (ICB),

adequate to support the combined full weight of the bulk container, the enclosure and
service vehicles does not exist, a 10” wide hard surface extension directly in front of the bulk
container shall be required for purposes of emptying the container. Per ULDR Section 47-
19.4.D.7, dumpsters serving restaurants require grease traps, oil / sand separators, and drains
connecting to sanitary sewer.

J. EOR to perform due diligence to verify location of all existing utilities (including those shown in
City Utility Atlas Maps); coordinate with franchise and/or public utility owner for required
undergrounding of overhead lines, utility relocation, and provide routing layout on Civil and
Landscape plans as appropriate. Show all existing and proposed utilities on Landscape plans
for potential conflict.

L. All existing driveways (accessing City Right-of-Way) not being utiized by the proposed
development shall be fully removed and areas restored as appropriate.

M. Any road cuts for utilities or curb cuts within City Right-of-Way shall be restored to full lane
width for 50" minimum length, per City Code of Ordinances Section 25-108; show and label in
plans as appropriate. Verify with FDOT and/or BCHCED their requirements for any milling and
asphalt pavement restoration in vicinity of proposed road cuts for utilities and/or curb cuts
within their respective Right-of-Way jurisdictions.

The following information is related to building permitting, and not required prior to Final DRC Sign-off:

N. Prepare and submit the following Civil Engineering drawings, signed and sealed by a Florida
registered professional Civil Engineer:

1) Paving, Grading, and Drainage Plan, including any existing public storm drain
infrastructure adjacent to the proposed development (show all pipe materials and sizes
on the plan) to demonstrate how stormwater runoff will remain onsite (provide sufficient
spot elevations around building footprint, landscape areas, and property lines). Please
be advised that all proposed storm drains with City Right-of-Way shall be constructed with
Reinforced Concrete Pipe (RCP).

2) Water and Sewer Plan, including any existing water mains, force mains, gravity mains, etc.
(show all pipe materials & sizes on the plan). Please be advised that all proposed water
mains constructed within City Right-of-Way shall be Ductile Iron Pipe (DIP).

Jib Crane radius shall not extend beyond private property boundaries.

Indicate location and number of portable restrooms, dumpsters, and trash chutes.
