1. The Florida Building Code shall apply to the construction, alteration, movement, enlargement,
replacement, repair, equipment, use and occupancy, location, maintenance, removal and
demolition of every building or structure or any appurtenances connected or attached to such
buildings or structures.

2. All projects must consider safeguards during the construction process. Florida Building Code
Chapter 33 delineates various safeguards that may apply during the construction phase. All
structures associated with the protection of pedestrians will require a separate permit. A licensed
professional must sign and seal the plans and specifications.

3. The City of Fort Lauderdale is a participating municipality in the National Flood Insurance
Program (NFIP). The requirements specific to the City of Fort Lauderdale can be found in

Chapter 14 - FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT of the Code of Ordinances and accessed at;

1. On January 1st, 2018 the 6t Edition of the Florida Building Code was adopted. All work
described in Section 101.2, of the Broward County Administrative portion of the Florida Building
Code, will govern the administration and enforcement of the proposed work.

DEDICATION OF RIGHTS-OF-WAY: Per ULDR Section 47-25.2.M.5, property shall be conveyed to the public by
plat, deed or grant of easement as needed in accordance with the Broward County Trafficways Plan, the
city's comprehensive plan, subdivision regulations and accepted applicable traffic engineering standards:

a. Provide 25’ corner chord Right-of-Way dedication or permanent Right-of-Way Easement on
southheast corner of SW 4th Ave and SW 14th Street intersection (coordinate with BCHCED) per ULDR
Section 47-24.5.D.p; show / label delineation in the plans. Clarify with BCHCED if Right-of-Way
dedication or Right-of-Way Easement will be required.

CASE COMMENTS:

The following are preliminary DRC review comments based on provided information and are not all inclusive,
additional comments will be provided after DRC submittal:

1. Meet the City’s Adequacy requirements to services provided to the public (fire service, water,
wastewater, stormwater, transportation, etc.), per ULDR Section 47-25.2 of the City’s Code of
Ordinances. Assess potential demands and impacts on City services and prepare a design for each
that utilizes existing water, wastewater, stormwater, and transportation infrastructure to adequately
serve this project. If the adequate infrastructure is not available, prepare a design that
extends/expands the connection to the nearest City system to adequately serve this development.

2. Discuss back out parking into SW 14t Street and 10 feet alleyway and demonstrate how the
requirements are met. Discuss with planner and TAM.

3. Per ULDR section 47-20.5.B.2, Entries and exits must be from or to an improved right of way a
minimum of twenty feet in width or an improved right of way designated by the City as one-way. If
one way only is proposed, the alley must be improved to SW 14t Court and signed accordingly.
Otherwise, additional requirements will apply in order to provide two way access. Discuss
requirements with TAM.

4. 10 foot alley along east of the property is unimproved. Applicant is responsible for improving the
alley in order to provide access to the units as proposed. Drainage for the alley will be required
accordingly.

5. Provide disposition of existing utility poles and anchors through the alley and whether they will be
relocated or underground. Depict information on plans.

6. Provide conceptual Utility Plan that features proposed connections to City water and sewer
infrastructure, including limits of any existing City water main and/or sanitary sewer infrastructure to
be removed and/or modified, and location of all existing utilities in vicinity of the proposed
improvements (that may be in conflict).

7. Provide conceptual Paving, Grading, and Drainage Plan to demonstrate how stormwater runoff will
remain onsite (include typical cross-sections along all property lines as appropriate), and how the
proposed project improvements (i.e. on-street parking, sidewalks, etc.) will not adversely impact the
adjacent Right-of-Way (provide conceptual stormwater calculations).

CASE COMMENTS:

No landscape plans have been submitted. The following comments are preliminary landscape comments
related to the proposed site plan and may be adjusted at time of DRC Site Plan Review.

1.

The City has adopted Florida Friendly Landscaping requirements into our ULDR Section 47-21. This
basically means that plant material must be grouped together based on watering needs
(hydrozone) and turf areas must be limited and/or consolidated to less than 50% of the landscaped
area. Plant material species must be minimum 50% Florida Friendly Landscaping. Planting areas are
to be irrigated on a separate zone than the turf areas so that once the plants are established, that
particular zone can be shut off based on the season. The overall goal is to decrease water use
through irrigation. lllustrate hydrozones on planting plan, and include calculations in table.

Provide street trees in the right of way swale area, as per ULDR 47-21.13.B.16. Street trees are to be a
minimum of 12 feet tall and provided at a ratio of one street tree per forty feet of street frontage or
greater fraction thereof not subtracting ingress and egress dimensions. When overhead utilities exist,
required street trees may be small trees provided at a minimum of a ratio of one street tree per
twenty feet frontage or greater fraction thereof not subtracting ingress and egress dimensions.

A minimum separation of 6 feet is required between the tree trunk and travel lane when curb and
gutter DO NOT exist, and a minimum separation of 4 feet is required between the tree trunk and
travel lane when curb and gutter DO exist. lllustrate this clearance.

lllustrate and label the horizontal clearance from tree trunk to edge of paved travel lane on the
landscape plan. Landscaping must provide a minimum horizontal clearance of 5 feet for small trees
and palms, and a minimum of 10 feet for large trees and palms. Provide a cross section detail to
illustrate this clearance.

The use of structural soil is required in paved sites to provide adequate soil volumes for tree roots
under pavements, as per ULDR Section 47-21.13. Structural soil details and specifications can be
obtained at http://www.hort.cornell.edu/uhi/outreach/index.htm#soil This is to be provided at a
minimum of 8’ radii of tree trunks, and is to be consistently illustrated and noted on landscape, site
and civil plans.

The structural soil drain is required when percolation rates are less than 4” vertical clearance per
hour. Provide documentation of report used to prove this calculation. The drain and connections
are to be illustrated on civil plans.

lllustrate the location of overhead utilities and follow FPL Right Tree Right Place guidelines for tree
selection and placement.

Utilities and site amenities such as walkways, flagpoles, transformers, fire hydrants, sewer and water
supply lines, trash enclosures, and similar items located on the site shall not be placed adjacent to, in,
or under required tree planting areas, as per ULDR Section 47-21.12. Confirm with civil, site and life
safety plans that utilities and site amenities are not causing conflicts with proposed landscaping.
Where conflicts exist, shift the utility and/or site amenities.

Light fixtures with an overall height of more than ten feet shall be located a minimum of 15 feet
aware from shade trees, as per ULDR Section 47-21.12.

The zoning of this property requires at least one tree for each 1,000 square feet of net lot area or
portion thereof, as per ULDR 47-21.13.A&B. This tree planting requirement is in addition to the VUA
landscaping requirements. Twenty percent of the trees shall be shade trees. Please illustrate the
calculations and planting on plan.

The zoning of this property requires at least twelve ornamental shrubs for each 1,000 square feet of
net lot area or portion thereof, as per ULDR 47-21.13.A&B. Shrub planting requirements are in addition
to the VUA requirements. At least 50 percent of all required shrubs shall consist of native species.
Please illustrate the calculations and planting on plan.

The zoning of this property requires a minimum of 25 percent landscaped permous area, as per ULDR
47-21.14.

Fences facing the street are required to be setback a minimum of 3 feet from the property line and
must be planted with continuous hedges, shrubs, groundcover, AND trees in that area between
property line and fence. These plantings shall be planted between the street and the property line as
per ULDR 47-19.5C.

Hedges and shrubs may be 2 feet tall planted 2 feet apart.

All detached freestanding signs shall be landscaped underneath the sign with a continuous planting
and irrigation system, as per ULDR 47-22.E.3.

This area is to be minimum 3 feet deep and extend at least the same length as the longest
side of the sign.

Continuous planting is to be mulched and can be hedges and shrubs 2 feet tall planted 2
feet apart. Groundcover may be 6 inches tall planted 6 inches apart.

Irrigation shall be from a permanent water source.

Please clearly note and illustrate all of the above on plan.

Provide an existing tree site plan or existing tree site survey illustrating all existing trees and palms, and
number each one.

Provide a corresponding list, as per ULDR 47-21.15, of these trees/palms including:

Provide ISA Certified Arborist report for existing trees, as per ULDR 47-21.15. This report is to be on ISA
Certified Arborist business letterhead with contact information and ISA Certification number clearly
stated. This report would include tree survey with numbered trees, a corresponding table which
includes tree number, botanical name and common name, trunk diameter at breast height, clear
trunk for palms, condition percentage, etc.; and a written assessment of existing tree characteristics.
This information is required to calculate equivalent value mitigation.

Relocated trees will be moved by the applicant following the ANSI A 300 standards and guaranteed
by the permit holder for one year for trees of less than six inches in caliper and for two years for trees
greater than six inches in caliper, as per ULDR 47-21.15. A monetary guarantee of postal money
order, certified check or cashier’s check may be required to insure compliance with requirements. A
tree protection barricade before during and after construction activities may be required to ensure
protection of tree or trees. This can be in addition to a monetary guarantee. The amount of
guarantee is based on the equivalent value of the tree or trees specifically included.

A 25 feet sight triangle is required at the intersection of two streets, measured from the intersection
point of extended property lines at a street and a street. This area must be clear of obstructions
between 2.5 feet and 8 feet above elevation of adjoining pavement, per ULDR 47-2.2.Q.3 and
ULDR 47-35. lllustrate and label this triangle on landscape plan, and confirm landscaping is installed
outside of sight triangles.

In order to improve the appearance of vehicular use areas and to protect and preserve the
appearance, character and value of the surrounding neighborhoods, minimum landscape
requirements are established for such Vehicular Use Areas. Review ULDR Section 47-21.12 for
landscape requirements for vehicular use areas, and illustrate such requirements on plans. Please
note the requirements for back-out parking stated in ULDR Section 47-21.12.A.4.b. related to required
peninsular islands separating intermittent spacing.

Review landscape plan requirements for data to be included on plans, as per ULDR Section 47-21.6.
Provide, in tabular format, all required versus provided landscape calculations.

A separate sub-permit application for Tree Removal & Relocation, and General Landscaping for site
are required at time of master permit submittal. These are Landscape and Tree permit application
documents different than the Broward County standard applications. Please not this at time of
submittal.

Provide separate Plumbing sub permit application for irrigation. Irrigation plans are required at time
of Building permit submittal. Plans are to be in compliance with ULDR 47-21.6.A.11 and 47-21.10. Note
that planting areas are to be irrigated on a separate zone than the turf areas so that once the plants
are established, that particular zone can be shut off based on the season. The overall goal is to
decrease water use through irrigation. Plant material must be grouped together based on watering
needs (hydrozone) and turf areas must be limited and/or consolidated to less than 50% of the
landscaped area. lllustrate hydrozones on planting plan, and include calculations in table.

Note that tree removal at time of demolition will not be permitted unless the Master Permit for
redevelopment has been submitted for review.

Proposed landscaping work in the City’s right of way requires engineering approval. This approval
requires documents to be submitted for Engineering review. Note that Landscape will not approve
permit review without these Engineering documents being submitted.

Indicate lighting poles on site plan and landscape plan, and provide detail with
dimensions. Garage internal lighting fixtures and glare cannot be visible from neighboring properties.

Light poles
appear within the parking stalls, please clarify on plans. Consider reduced height of poles due to
proximity of the project nearby residential area. Be aware that if lighting fixtures greater than ten (10)
feet in height are used, they shall be located a minimum of fifteen (15) feet away from shade trees (Sec.

16) Applicant will be required to pay a Park Impact Fee for the proposed residential units prior to issuance of
building permit in accordance with ULDR Sec. 47-38A, Park Impact Fees.

17) This project is subject to the requirements of Broward County Public School Concurrency. The applicant
will notify the School Board Superintendent or designee of this proposal. Prior to submitting an application
for placement on a Planning and Zoning Board or City Commission agenda, a written response from the
School Board shall be provided by the applicant. Prior to application for final DRC approval, please
provide confirmation from the School District that the residential development is exempt or vested from
the requirements of public school concurrency, or a School Capacity Availability Determination (SCAD)
letter that confirms that capacity is available, or if capacity is not available, that mitigation requirements
have been satisfied.

18) Pursuant to the Unified Land Development Regulations (“ULDR”), Section 47-25.2.P, this site is located in
an area that the City has identified as an archaeologically significant zone. The applicant is required to
contract with an archaeologist to provide a shovel test survey that includes samples from throughout the
project site and states whether the development site holds archaeological significance. The
archaeologist must state within the report if further testing on the site is required and/or if monitoring by
the archaeologist is required during ground disturbing activity once construction commences.
