Prior to Prior to Planning and Zoning Board meeting sign-off, please provide updated plans and written
response to the following review comments:

1. Meet the City’s Adequacy requirements to services provided to the public (fire service, water,
wastewater, stormwater, transportation, etc.), per ULDR Section 47-25.2 of the City’s Code of
Ordinances. Assess potential demands and impacts on City services and prepare a design for each
that utilizes existing water, wastewater, stormwater, and transportation infrastructure to adequately
serve this project. If the adequate infrastructure is not available, prepare a design that
extends/expands the connection to the nearest City system to adequately serve this development.
a. Prepare service demand calculations for water & wastewater services and obtain a letter of

service availability from the City’s Public Works — Engineering Department. Please contact Daniel
Fisher at 954-828-5850 or dfisher@fortlauderdale.gov.

2. Provide a signed and sealed boundary and topographic survey showing all above ground
improvements, utilities, rights of way dimensions and all easements. This survey shall be based on a
Standard Title Commitment issued by a title insurer licensed to do business in Florida or an Opinion of
Title issued by an attorney admitted to the Florida Bar. The title commitment or Opinion of Title must
have an effective date no more than thirty days prior to the date of submittal of the survey and must
be certified to the City of Fort Lauderdale. If any encumbrances are found in the property, provide a
copy of the recorded documents accordingly (i.e. easements, agreements, etc).

Property lines, Right-of-Way, watercourses, easements, structures, and roadway shall be clearly
shown, labeled and dimensioned. Verify north arrow orientation and scale on survey and plans.

3. Provide disposition of existing utilities on-site and within the adjacent right of way that maybe
impacted by the proposed development (i.e. power poles, sanitary sewer laterals, water services,
utility boxes, etc.). Label information on site plan/ engineering plans (i.e. utility to remain/ be
relocated/ removed). Provide correspondence from utility owner (if applicable) and depict any
additional requirements they may have on plan (i.e. easements).

4. Provide disposition of existing seawall that encroaches onto adjacent private property, along portion
of east property boundary. Show information on all plans in coordination with proposed
improvements.

5. Per ULDR Section 47-19.3 (Seawall Ordinance): the top of seawall for redeveloped property shall be
between elevation 3.9 feet NAVD88 (minimum height) and FEMA base flood elevation for the
property (maximum height) except as described under ULDR Section 47-19.3.f; allowance for fixed
docks to extend 10 inches above the adjacent seawall; allowance for floating docks and
requirement that they be permitted and permanently attached.

6. Discuss if existing 3’ Storm Sewer Easement along west property boundary. Contact the City's Public
Works Department to confirm the location of any public utilities (i.e. storm drain) within the Utility
Easement, and obtain a ‘letter of no objection’ for construction of the proposed fence, back flow
preventer, landscape trees, and irrigation located within their Utility Easement.

7. Submit a formal Site Plan that features all critical dimensions for the proposed development, such as
building setbacks, parking lot access, sidewalk dimensions, and typical roadway travel lane
(including any on-street parallel parking) widths for SE 15th Street.

Provide and label typical roadway cross-sections for the proposed development side of for SE 15th
Street: at driveway access points, at on-street parallel parking lanes, and at landscape swale areas
(i.e. between travel lane and sidewalk) as appropriate.

Design SE 15th Street driveway tie-in per the City’s Driveway Plan Detail Sheets (Right-of-Way),
available online at http://www.fortlauderdale.gov/home/showdocument?id=1524 (instead of FDOT
standard). Ensure design of driveway connection match and incorporates the historic drainage
pattern for the proposed development along SE 15th Street property frontage and does not impede
drainage flow into existing catch basin near west boundary of the property.

Study possibility of removing one of the driveways. If both driveways are required, they shall be one-
way (12 feet wide) in order to provide adequate site circulation. Include sighage as appropriate.
Show vehicle turning movement in and out of proposed private garages. Discuss proposed gates
and how it will be operated/ stacking with TAM.

More prominently show on all plan sheets and typical roadway sections the existing Right-of-Way
boundaries adjacent to the proposed development along SE 15th Street; also show proposed Right-
of-Way, Right-of-Way Easement, and Sidewalk Easement as applicable for this project. Existing and
proposed Right-of-Way and/or Easement boundaries must be clearly depicted on site plan,
proposed development plans (especially civil) and sections/ elevations.

Building Elevations: Show and label existing Right-of-Way, proposed Right-of-Way and/or Easement
boundaries, and horizontal building clearances on all building elevation / section details, as
appropriate. Label vertical clearance above public access sidewalks, if any building overhang is
proposed.

Depict/ label existing/ proposed stop sign/ bar on driveway connections to right of way as
applicable.

Proposed exterior building doors, loading zone doors, dumpster doors, etc. shall not open into the
public Right-of-Way and/or permanently dedicated Right-of-Way Easements and Sidewalk
Easements, adjacent sidewalk, ADA accessible path, parking, or drive aisle areas; instead, consider
recessing into building to enhance pedestrian safety. It appears stairwell doors encroach into private
garage parking access.

Per ULDR Section 47-2.2.Q, show and label sight triangles as appropriate for safe and adequate
access of drivers and pedestrians, on the Site Plan, Landscape Plans, and Civil Plans: intersections of
driveways with streets and alleys (10" measured from intersection point of pavement edges - not the
property line). Per ULDR Section 47-19.1.E, no accessory use or structure shall be permitted within
a sight triangle except as provided in_ULDR Section 47-35. Ensure sight triangles are also depicted on
adjacent driveways that would be impacted by proposed improvements on this project.

Discuss dumpster enclosure/ trash pick-up access requirements with case planner and waste
management and how it impacts the site circulation/ parking. Show truck turning movements in and
out of the proposed building as applicable. Ensure sufficient height clearance is provided within
garage for truck access. Per ULDR Section 47-19.4.D.6, all dumpster enclosures and adjacent service
access drive shall be placed on poured concrete, solid or perforated interlocking concrete block
paving (ICB), or any existing hardened paving system.

Label on Site Plan Data Table the required and proposed type of loading zone(s) required, per ULDR
Section 47-20.2 Table 2 and Section 47-20.6; also label location of ADA van-accessible parking stalls.

If applicable, show truck turning template circulation (label typical minimum centerline turning
radius) entering and exiting the site as required for the proposed development. Turning geometries
and loading zone design shall be in accordance with ULDR Section 47-20.6.

A bond for the construction and/ or replacement of public sidewalks/ ADA ramps abutting the
proposed development (City, FDOT, and County jurisdictions) shall be provided prior to this DRC site
plan approval. The bond amount shall be for 125% of the total construction cost. A cost estimate
breakdown for the installation of the public sidewalk improvements (including but not limited to
materials, labor, mobilization, MOT, permitting and certification) signed and sealed by a Florida
Professional Engineer shall be submitted for review and acceptance prior to finalizing the bond.

Sanitary sewer clean out must be provided at property line per City standards. Based on City utility
maps, the existing sewer main adjacent to this property is at a deeper elevation than assumed, verify
elevations accordingly. Also provide disposition of existing services (i.e. water services and sewer
laterals). An additional control valve must be installed just south of the property line for the fire service
tap onto the 6 inch water main.

Any road cuts for utilities or curb cuts within City Right-of-Way shall be restored to full lane width for
50’ minimum length (by contractor), per City Code of Ordinances Section 25-108; show and label in
plans as appropriate.

Provide sufficient existing and proposed grades and information on conceptual Paving, Grading,
and Drainage Plan and details to demonstrate how stormwater runoff will remain onsite (include
typical cross-sections along all property lines as appropriate), and how the proposed project
improvements (i.e. on-street parking, sidewalks, etc.) will not adversely impact the adjacent Right-of-
Way. Drainage mitigation shall be required for any impacts within the adjacent City Right-of-Way
such as increased runoff or reduction of existing storage/treatment due to proposed improvements,
in accordance with the City of Fort Lauderdale Comprehensive Plan (Ordinance C-15-08), Objective
4.1 under Infrastructure Elements. Applicant shall be responsible for maintenance of these proposed
storm drain infrastructure improvements located within City Right-of-Way during a 1-year warranty
period, until accepted by the City’s Public Works Department.

Depict proposed building doors and provide sufficient grades/details on conceptual paving, grading
and drainage plans to verify ADA accessibility design for the site, especially ground floor access to
the new building, as well as crossing proposed driveways and connecting to existing sidewalks (at
intersections and with adjacent property) as appropriate; coordinate proposed site grading and 1st
Level Finished Floor Elevations to meet ADA accessibility requirements.

Provide storm runoff calculations, signed and sealed by a Florida registered professional engineer,
which demonstrate how minimum criteria regarding adjacent street crown and finished floor
elevations are met, as well as how the 25-year, 3-day storm event is maintained on site with zero
discharge to Right-of-Way and adjacent properties. Please also comply with the City of Fort
Lauderdale Comprehensive Plan (Ordinance C-08-18), Objective 4.1 under Infrastructure Elements,
and be advised that effective 7/1/2017, all projects must comply with the Broward County ‘Future
Conditions Average Wet Season Groundwater Level’ map.

If this cannot be

accommodated due to field conditions, then the developer shall relocate the existing City’s public
infrastructure to resolve the conflict(s) and to comply with City’s, County’s & State’s engineering
standards/permits/policies.

Show all existing and proposed utilities on the civil and landscaping plans for potential conflict,
especially existing 12 inch storm drain pipe along west boundary of the property and existing 2 inch
water main within adjacent SE 15th Street Right-of-Way (per City Utility Atlas Maps). A min. 5 feet and
10 feet horizontal clearance horizontal separation is required between city utilities infrastructure and
proposed small and large trees, respectively (including proposed water and sewer services to the
development). Ensure separation is provided and include a note regarding horizontal clearance
requirement on the landscape plans. Also, proposed trees shall be installed a min. 6 feet away from
adjacent travel lanes.

Within adjacent City Right-of-Way, staging/storage will not be allowed, construction fence shall not
encroach within intersection corner sight triangles, construction fence gates shall not swing into the
public Right-of-Way, and any Jib Crane radius shall not extend beyond private property boundaries.
Any City Right-of-Way closure over 72 hours requires a Revocable License Agreement, processed by
Property Right-Of-Way Committee (DRC) and approved by the City’s Commission, prior to Right-of-
Way permit issuance by the Department of Sustainable Development for Maintenance of Traffic.

Discuss pedestrian lighting along City Right-of-Way, which requires perpetual maintenance by the
Applicant via a Maintenance Agreement executed with the City. Please contact the Case Planner
for details to match the area. Ensure proposed light poles locations are coordinated with on-street
parking/ vehicle door opening.

Provide Maintenance Agreement Area Exhibit, which provides a visual representation of the area
within the adjacent public Right-of-Way (adjacent to the proposed development) to be maintained
in perpetuity by the developer. Label whether the adjacent Right-of-Way is FDOT, BCHCED, or City
jurisdiction, as well as label all proposed improvements, including asphalt and other specialty paving,
specialty sidewalks, landscaping, irrigation, lighting, curb and gutter etc. that will be maintained by
the Applicant throughout the life of the improvements.

3. The zoning of this property requires a minimum of 35 percent of the gross lot square footage shall be
in landscaping, maintained by an irrigation system, as per ULDR 47-21.13.A&B. The minimum twenty
percent VUA required landscaping may be used toward fulfiling the gross thirty-five percent
minimum. Sandy beach on oceanfront parcels of land may be included in the gross minimum, but
do not need to be planted or irrigated.

a. Green paver for a vehicle use area will not count toward this 35 percent landscape area
requirement.

b. Please provide an over lay sheet demonstrating measured out landscape areas and
calculations.

4. The City has adopted Florida Friendly Landscaping requirements into our ULDR Section 47-21. This
basically means that plant material must be grouped together based on watering needs

Structural soil details and specifications can be
obtained at http://www.hort.cornell.edu/uhi/outreach/index.htm#sail This is to be provided at a
minimum of 8’ radii of tree trunks, and is to be consistently illustrated and noted on landscape, site
and civil plans.

The structural soil drain is required when percolation rates are less than 4” vertical clearance per
hour. Provide documentation of report used to prove this calculation. The drain and connections
are to be illustrated on civil plans.

a. The detail for CU Structural Soil is also to be demonstrated for Landscape and civil plans.

8. 10 feet back in from the wet face of the sea wall no hedge may exceed 30 inches in height.

b. Trees and palm trees proposed in this area must have a minimum of 8 feet trunk height
clearance and must be proposed in a way as not to block the neighbors’ view up and down
the water way.

Note
that planting areas are to be irrigated on a separate zone than the turf areas so that once the plants
are established, that particular zone can be shut off based on the season. The overall goal is to
decrease water use through irrigation.

The City owns and maintains stormwater infrastructure adjacent to the proposed development as shown
with green line work in the map provided at the end of this report. Civil plans shall be revised to show the
City’s stormwater inlet ID #s as identified in the map provided at the end of this report. The following
comments pertain to possible impacts of the proposed development and/or construction activities to the
existing condition of the City’s stormwater assets. The applicant shall provide an itemized response letter
addressing the following comments:

Prior to Final DRC Sign Off, the applicant shall respond to the following comments:

1. Please email CRBARRETT@FORTLAUDEEDALE.GOV to obtain copies of the City utility maps as applicable
to the project location and show existing City utilities and easements (water, sewer, forcemain, and
stormwater utilities) in proposed engineering plans (utility demolition, stormwater pollution prevention plan
(SWPPP), and civil plans).

2. The provided survey shows a 3’ drainage easement on this property and an existing 12” RCP drainage
outfall pipe running along the West Side Property Line. In order for City’s Public Works Storwmater
Operations (PS STW OPS) to properly maintain this stormwater asset a 10’ total drainage easement width is
needed, 5’ on both properties. Please revise plans and provide a 5’ recorded easement.

3. This property is identified to be in a tidal influenced neighborhood; therefore, the existing drainage outfall
shall be retrofitted with a new catch basin at the City ROW housing a new tidal valve per City’s
engineering specifications. Please revise civil plans as needed and as directed by DSD Engineering to
accomplish this goal.

4. Please note that private stormwater infrastructure (drainage pipes, wells, or basins,), or Permanent
Structures (fences, walls, etc.) are not permitted in City Right of Way (ROW) or City drainage easements.
Please remove any proposed stormwater systems, or permanent structures that are not in compliance
with this requirement or provide appropriate documentation of City Rights-of-Way or easement vacated
to allow the construction of private underground utilities. This comment applies to the proposed private
fences, especially when they are proposed on top of an existing drainage outfall pipe.

5. The edge of any City’s existing stormwater assets (pipes, exfiltration trenches, structures, or other) shall be
at 5’minimum (7’ preferred) horizontal clearance from any proposed tree’s root system and with
appropriate root barriers per City’s landscaping regulations. This comment applies to the proposed trees
adjacent to the existing City’s outfall pipe on property and in City’s ROW.
