The following comments are for informational purposes.

Please consider the following prior to submittal for Final DRC:

1. The Florida Building Code shall apply to the construction, alteration, movement, enlargement,
replacement, repair, equipment, use and occupancy, location, maintenance, removal and
demolition of every building or structure or any appurtenances connected or attached to such
buildings or structures.

2. All projects must consider safeguards during the construction process. Florida Building Code
Chapter 33 delineates various safeguards that may apply during the construction phase. All
structures associated with the protection of pedestrians will require a separate permit. A licensed
professional must sign and seal the plans and specifications.

3. The City of Fort Lauderdale is a participating municipality in the National Flood Insurance
Program (NFIP). The requirements specific to the City of Fort Lauderdale can be found in

Chapter 14 - FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT of the Code of Ordinances and accessed at;

Please consider the following prior to submittal for Building Permit:

1. On January 1st, 2018 the 6t Edition of the Florida Building Code was adopted. All work
described in Section 101.2, of the Broward County Administrative portion of the Florida Building
Code, will govern the administration and enforcement of the proposed work. Each building and
or structure will require a separate permit.

3. Provide disposition of existing utilities on-site and within the adjacent right of way that maybe
impacted by the proposed development. Label information on plans (i.e. utility to remain/ be
relocated/ removed). Provide correspondence from utility owner (‘letter of no objection' as
applicable) and depict any additional requirements they may have on plan (i.e. easements). Utilities
include but are not limited to above and underground water, sewer, drainage, electrical,
communications, light/power poles, down guys, fire hydrants, manholes, etc.

4. Clearly indicate on plans the limits of construction and how the proposed improvements will transition
into the existing (on-site and off-site) as applicable.

Per ULDR Section 47-2.2.Q, show and label sight triangles as appropriate for safe and adequate
access of drivers and pedestrians, on the Site Plan, Landscape Plans, and Civil Plans: intersections of
driveways with streets and alleys (10’ measured from intersection point of pavement edges), alleys
with alleys (15 measured from intersection point of extended property lines), alleys with streets (15’
measured from intersection point of extended property lines), and streets with streets (25’ measured
from intersection point of extended property lines). The request for reduction of sight triangle
dimensions is subject to review by the City Engineer on a case-by-case basis. Per ULDR Section 47-
19.1.E, no accessory use or structure shall be permitted within a sight triangle except as provided
in_ULDR Section 47-35.

Verify truck turning radiuses are enough for trucks both entering and exiting the parking are. Also,
verify if proposed north driveway entrance area should be signed as a one way entrance.

Provide and label typical roadway cross-sections for the proposed development side of Eisenhower
Boulevard, and at landscape swale areas (i.e. between travel lane and sidewalk) as appropriate.

Per the City’s Code of Ordinances Section 25-56(c), sidewalks shall be required in connection with
the development of vacant property, redevelopment of developed property or construction of
improvements on developed property to the extent of twenty-five (25) percent or more of the
replacement value of existing improvements; they shall be constructed on all public streets abutting
the plot, except as provided in the above section, and such sidewalks shall be constructed to
standards established by the City Engineer and located as determined by the City Engineer,
generally at the edge of the right-of-way. However, if one or more of the exceptions stated in the
above section are found to exist, then the property owner can request a sidewalk waiver by
providing justification in a letter to the City.

Existing public sidewalks adjacent to proposed development (to remain) must be inspected by
Engineer of Record to ensure existing sidewalks meet ADA standards and are in good condition. A
signed and sealed assessment must be provided indicating sidewalks were inspected and any
sidewalk replacement requirements. Plans shall reflect extent of sidewalk replacement accordingly.

Label on Site Plan Data Table the required and proposed type of loading zone(s) required, per ULDR
Section 47-20.2 Table 2 and Section 47-20.6; also label location of ADA van-accessible parking stalls.
If applicable, show truck turning template circulation (label typical minimum centerline turning
radius) entering and exiting the site as required for the proposed development. Turning geometries
and loading zone design shall be in accordance with ULDR Section 47-20.6.

Show truck turning template circulation (label typical minimum centerline turning radius) entering
and exiting the site serving the loading zones required for the proposed development. Turning
geometries and loading zone design shall be in accordance with ULDR Section 47-20.6.

Proposed trees shall be installed a min. 4 feet behind proposed curbs when adjacent to travel lanes
and a min. 6 feet away from adjacent travel lanes when no curb is present.

Within adjacent City Right-of-Way, staging/storage will not be allowed, construction fence shall not
encroach within intersection corner sight triangles, construction fence gates shall not swing into the
public Right-of-Way, and any Jib Crane radius shall not extend beyond private property boundaries.
Any City Right-of-Way closure over 72 hours requires a Revocable License Agreement, processed by
Property Right-Of-Way Committee (DRC) and approved by the City’s Commission, prior to Right-of-
Way permit issuance by the Department of Sustainable Development for Maintenance of Traffic.

Prior to submitting Administrative Review (i.e. DRC Level I) application to request Revocable License
Agreement, please contact Dennis Girisgen at 954-828-5123 or dairisgen@fortlauderdale.gov to
discuss proposed scope of closure within City Right-of-Way.

Discuss if pedestrian lighting is proposed; if not, discuss the possibility of the addition of pedestrian
lighting along City Right-of-Way, which requires perpetual maintenance by the Applicant via a
Maintenance Agreement executed with the City. Please contact the Case Planner for details to
match the area.

Any road cuts for utilities or curb cuts within City Right-of-Way shall be restored to full lane width for
50’ minimum length (by contractor), per City Code of Ordinances Section 25-108; show and label in
plans as appropriate. Verify with FDOT and/or BCHCED their requirements for any miling and asphalt
pavement restoration in vicinity of proposed road cuts for utilities and/or curb cuts within their
respective Right-of-Way jurisdictions.

Conceptual Paving, Grading, and Drainage Plan:

a. Provide sufficient existing and proposed grades and information on conceptual Paving,
Grading, and Drainage Plan and details to demonstrate how stormwater runoff will remain
onsite (include typical cross-sections along all property lines as appropriate, typical lot
grading for the proposed single family homes within the development, and depict how the
new stormwater system will connect to the existing on-site drainage system), and how the
proposed project improvements (i.e. on-street parking, sidewalks, etc.) wil not adversely
impact the adjacent Right-of-Way, properties and waterways. Show location of building roof
drains, and their proposed connection(s) to the on-site drainage system.

b. Drainage mitigation shall be required for any impacts within the adjacent City Right-of-Way
such as increased runoff or reduction of existing storage/treatment due to proposed
improvements, in accordance with the City of Fort Lauderdale Comprehensive Plan
(Ordinance C-15-08), Objective 4.1 under Infrastructure Elements. Engineer of Record (EOR)
shall evaluate the adjacent City roadway system capacity and demonstrate that the
proposed improvements will not negatively impact the City’s existing drainage system and
provide recommendations in compliance with the City’s Comprehensive Plan (i.e. meets or
exceeds the 10-year/1-day storm event drainage criteria). Applicant shall be responsible for
maintenance of these proposed storm drain infrastructure improvements located within City
Right-of-Way during a 1-year warranty period, until accepted by the City’s Public Works
Department. (coordinate as appropriate with the respective FDOT and BCHCED agencies for
mitigation of additional runoff within those jurisdictions).

Provide storm runoff calculations, signed and sealed by a Florida registered professional engineer,
which demonstrate how minimum criteria regarding adjacent street crown, water quality and
finished floor elevations are met, as well as how the 25-year, 3-day storm event is maintained on site
with zero discharge to Right-of-Way and adjacent properties (Pre vs. Post analysis will only be allowed
in areas that are not flood-prone). Please also comply with the City of Fort Lauderdale
Comprehensive Plan (Ordinance C-08-18), Objective 4.1 under Infrastructure Elements, and be
advised that effective 7/1/2017, all projects must comply with the Broward County ‘Future Conditions
Average Wet Season Groundwater Level’ map.

If dewatering activities are anticipated, a notarized City dewatering affidavit shall be filed at City’s
building department when submitting a demolition or foundation permit along with any applicable
dewatering permit form regulatory agencies such as the South Florida Water Management District
or Broward County Department of Environmental Protection.

a. Provide exfiltration trench for all on-street parking areas (i.e. within City Right-of-Way adjacent to
the proposed development) and corresponding drainage calculations.

b. Provide drainage inlet (per City standard details and specifications) on each end of exfiltration
trench located within City Right-of-Way.

c. Provide a clean out structure at each end of exfiltration trench located within the property.

Show and label all existing and proposed utilities (utility type, material and size) on civil and
landscaping plans for potential conflict. A min. 5 feet and 10 feet horizontal clearance horizontal
separation is required between city utilities infrastructure and proposed small and large trees,
respectively (including proposed water and sewer services to the development). Any new trees
(located within or adjacent to City Right-of-Way) should be placed with sufficient horizontal and
vertical distances (per City, County, and State guidelines) to / from City’s public infrastructure,
including stormwater assets, to allow for continued Public Works maintenance without obstruction. If
this cannot be accommodated due to field conditions, then the developer shall relocate the existing
City’s public infrastructure to resolve the conflict(s) and to comply with City’s, County’s & State’s
engineering standards/permits/policies. Ensure separation is provided and include a note regarding
horizontal clearance requirement on the landscape plans.

Discuss how surface runoff from the proposed development (between building and Right-of-Way
boundaries) will be mitigated such that it won’t be conveyed into the adjacent existing public storm
drain infrastructure or waterways, and whether additional infrastructure will be required within City
Right-of-Way. Show location of building roof drains, and their proposed connection(s) to the on-site
drainage system.

Evaluate the possibility of utilizihg a sustainable stormwater approach with the possibility of low
impact (cisterns, pervious pavers, bioswales, raingardens, etc.) uses for landscaping along the
streetscape.

Please provide (or revise if already submitted) an erosion, sedimentation, and stormwater pollution
prevention plan (SWPPP) showing the adjacent City’s existing stormwater system. A copy of the
approved SWPP shall be at the construction site from the date of demalition initiation to the date of
final construction activities.

The City has adopted Florida Friendly Landscaping requirements into our ULDR Section 47-21. This
includes limited sod areas, native plant requirements, hydrozone planting requirements, street tree
requirements, irrigation limitations, etc. Please see MuniCode for updated ordinance
https://www.municode.com/library/fl/fort_lauderdale/codes/unified_land_development_code?nod

Relocated trees will be moved by the applicant following the ANSI A 300 standards and guaranteed
by the permit holder for one year for trees of less than six inches in caliper and for two years for trees
greater than six inches in caliper, as per ULDR 47-21.15. A monetary guarantee of postal money
order, certified check or cashier’s check may be required to insure compliance with requirements. A
tree protection barricade before during and after construction activities may be required to ensure
protection of tree or trees. Even though a permit is required for removal and relocation of trees,
preparation for relocation may should begin as soon as possible.

Fences facing the street are required to be planted with continuous hedges, shrubs, groundcover
and trees; which may be standard, flowering or palm trees. These plantings shall be planted street
side of the fence as per ULDR 47-19.5C.
a. Hedges and shrubs may be 2 feet tall planted 2 feet apart.
b. Groundcover may be 6 inches tall planted 6 inches apart.
c. Trees may be standard or flowering at 10 feet tall, or palms at 8 feet clear trunk, planted an
average of 1 tree per 20 feet or portion thereof.
d. Please specifically note and illustrate this on plans.
e. Fence along Eisenhower will require 1 tree per 20’ of fence or portion thereof - street trees
don’t apply to this requirement.

In lieu of tree grates, the City of Fort Lauderdale prefers the use of a cold applied, poured in place
tree grate system that is designed to bind a selection of decorative aggregates, which provide a
bonded, walkability, attractive and porous surface for tree pit such as ADDAPAVE TP, etc.

a. This comment is for information purposes. The Department sees the street trees being able to
be shifted into the open area adjacent to the sidewalk, therefor not requiring to be in the
sidewalk with a tree grate or the use of the product such as Addapave.

A minimum separation of 6 feet is required between the tree trunk and travel lane when curb and
gutter DO NOT exist, and a minimum separation of 4 feet is required between the tree trunk and
travel lane when curb and gutter DO exist. lllustrate this clearance.

Provide street trees in the right of way swale area, as per ULDR 47-21.13.B.16. Street trees are to be a
minimum of 12 feet tall and provided at a ratio of one street tree per forty feet of street frontage or
greater fraction thereof not subtracting ingress and egress dimensions. When overhead utilities exist,
required street trees may be small trees provided at a minimum of a ratio of one street tree per
twenty feet frontage or greater fraction thereof not subtracting ingress and egress dimensions.

a. Being that there are overhead power lines, please propose small maturing trees as the street

tree. The Landscape Department would suggest Conocarpus Sliver Buttonwood be proposed
as the street tree.

Lighting fixtures with an overall height of more than ten (10) feet shall be located a minimum of
fifteen (15) feet away from shade trees - as per ULDR Section 47-21.12. Confirm with civil, and life
safety plans that utilities and site amenities are not causing conflicts with proposed landscaping.
Where conflicts exist, shift the utility and/or site amenities.

Sheet C.403 Section ‘C-C’ demonstrates that there is room to shift the sidewalk westward and
increase its width. Shifting the sidewalk will provide additional room between the sidewalk and
security fence. This will allow larger plant elements that may be proposed for code fence landscape
requirements, screening purposes of the vehicle use area and the rear of the structure from
Eisenhower BLVD. Due to the overhead power lines small maturing trees would need to be proposed
as the street tree. The street trees may be proposed no closer than 4’ from the curb and gutter, this
may provide plenty of space from the sidewalk that a tree grate system will not be necessary nor the
tree canopy encroach into the pedestrian walkway. This area of the proposed Bahia sod has the
potential for an aesthetically pleasing entryway to the Convention Center. Please consider shrubs
and ground covers along with the street trees within this area to enhance the view for public realm.
The city believes that Bahia sod has its uses, but in a place where people pay to travel from dead
winter areas would rather see live lush landscaping, not the dead grass of which Bahia sod will be a
portion of the year.

Noted: The entrance to the truck dock will be gated, and security personnel will staff a guard house on the
north end. The security fence will continue along the west side of the truck dock apron, securing the area,
and the small streetscape area between the fence and the Eisenhower sidewalk will be heavily planted to
attempt to screen the dock from view. The project will include adequate CCTV and security controls and
monitoring, as well as natural surveillance to protect the building’s residents, employees and visitors.

a. According to the table, the building footprint coverage (expansion only) is 177, 383 square
feet, however the narrative and Adequacy Narrative depictsl50, 000 square feet. Please
clarify discrepancy and correlate all documentation, in addition the DRI amendment (case
number 67R09A1) reflects and difference square footage of expansion of the convention
center expansion.

10. Sheet C.103 shows an 8-foot high chain link fabric fence. Provide a streetscape section showing
location of fence and how the proposed landscape will buffer the fence and view of loading area.
Was there a proposal of a decorative fence discussed as part of the preliminary meetings as
opposed to a chain link fence?

11. Provide dimensions of all sidewalks and pedestrian paths on landscape plans and site plan.

12. In order to create a walkable and comfortable experience along the street, provide adequate shade
trees along the sidewalk. In addition to understory landscape to provide a suitable buffer.

13. Sheet A-2.1, Elevations:
a. Provide height cross section of existing convention center and proposed west expansion
depicting variation in total height of structure. Sheet DRC-5, shows some cross-sections, but
they are not legible.

14. Sheet DRC-6 -

a. Ensure elevation shows mechanical equipment is screened.
Provide roof plan for all structures indicating the location of all mechanical equipment. This
plan shall include spot elevations of the parapet wall and roof as well as mechanical
equipment to verify adequate screening and to illustrate how equipment will be screened or
shielded from view. In addition, indicate all mechanical equipment within the subject site on
the site plan and elevations where applicable. Discuss the use of the roof as an accessible
amenity. Height is measured to the slab for flat roofs and use of the roof by residents or
customers is limited based on this maximum height. Please describe in detail the proposed use
of the roof and if access is intended now or in the future;

b. Label what street the “street view” is from and show it from the pedestrian level and
experience. Streetscape shows shade trees and a sidewalk; and,

c. Provide elevations for side of buildings and in context with existing building.
