Please consider the following prior to submittal for Final DRC: 
 
1. The Florida Building Code shall apply to the construction, alteration, movement, enlargement, 
     replacement, repair, equipment, use and occupancy, location, maintenance, removal and  
     demolition of every building or structure or any appurtenances connected or attached to  
     such buildings or structures. 
 
2.  All projects must consider safeguards during the construction process. Florida Building Code Chapter 33 

delineates various safeguards that may apply during the construction phase. All structures associated with 
the protection of pedestrians will require a separate permit. A licensed professional must sign and seal the 
plans and specifications. 

 
3. The City of Fort Lauderdale is a participating municipality in the National Flood Insurance  
    Program (NFIP). The requirements specific to the City of Fort Lauderdale can be found in 
 
Chapter 14 - FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT of the Code of Ordinances and accessed at;

Please consider the following prior to submittal for Building Permit:

DEDICATION OF RIGHTS-OF-WAY:  Per ULDR Section 47-25.2.M.5, property shall be conveyed to the public by 
plat, deed or grant of easement as needed in accordance with the Broward County Trafficways Plan, the 
city's comprehensive plan, subdivision regulations and accepted applicable traffic engineering standards: 
 

a. Provide 10’ x 15’ (min.) permanent Utility Easement for any 4-inch or larger water meter and/or the first 
private sanitary sewer manhole located within the proposed development (for City Maintenance 
access); show / label delineation in the plans as appropriate.

Prior to Final DRC sign-off, please provide updated plans and written response to the following review 
comments: 

 
1. Prepare service demand calculations for water & wastewater services and obtain a letter of service 

availability from the City’s Public Works – Engineering Department in order to meet the City’s adequacy 
requirements per ULDR Section 47-25.2 of the City Code of Ordinances.  Submit water and wastewater 
capacity availability request form and documents/ plans at 
https://www.fortlauderdale.gov/departments/sustainable-development/building-
services/engineering-forms-and-info/development-review-committee-service-demand-calculations-
for-water-sewer-request-form 

2. Please email CRBARRETT@FORTLAUDERDALE.GOV  to obtain copies of the City utility maps as 
applicable to the project location and show existing City utilities and easements (water, sewer, 
forcemain, and stormwater utilities) in proposed engineering plans (utility demolition, stormwater 
pollution prevention plan (SWPPP), and civil plans).  

3. Be advised that the 16-inch water main is a transmission main and service taps are not allowed.  Revise 
tap location to 8-inch main. 

4. Conceptual Paving, Grading, and Drainage Plan: 

a. Provide sufficient existing and proposed grades and information on conceptual Paving, 
Grading, and Drainage Plan and details to demonstrate how stormwater runoff will remain 
onsite (include typical cross-sections along all property lines as appropriate and depict how 
the new stormwater system will connect to the existing on-site drainage system), and how the 
proposed project improvements (i.e. on-street parking, sidewalks, etc.) will not adversely 
impact the adjacent Right-of-Way, properties and waterways.  Show location of building roof 
drains, and their proposed connection(s) to the on-site drainage system. 

b. Drainage mitigation shall be required for any impacts within the adjacent City Right-of-Way 
such as increased runoff or reduction of existing storage/treatment due to proposed 
improvements, in accordance with the City of Fort Lauderdale Comprehensive Plan 
(Ordinance C-15-08), Objective 4.1 under Infrastructure Elements. Engineer of Record (EOR) 
shall evaluate the adjacent City roadway system capacity and demonstrate that the 
proposed improvements will not negatively impact the City’s existing drainage system and 
provide recommendations in compliance with the City’s Comprehensive Plan (i.e. meets or 
exceeds the 10-year/1-day storm event drainage criteria).  Applicant shall be responsible for 
maintenance of these proposed storm drain infrastructure improvements located within City 
Right-of-Way during a 1-year warranty period, until accepted by the City’s Public Works

Department (Coordinate as appropriate with the respective FDOT and BCHCED agencies for 
mitigation of additional runoff within those jurisdictions).  

c. Please note that private stormwater infrastructure (drainage pipes, wells, or basins,), Trees, or 
Permanent Structures (fences, walls, etc.) are not permitted in City Right-of-Way or City 
drainage easements.  Please remove any proposed stormwater systems, trees, or permanent 
structures that are not in compliance with this requirement or provide appropriate 
documentation of City Rights-of-Way or easement vacated to allow the construction of private 
underground utilities.  

5. Provide storm runoff calculations, signed and sealed by a Florida registered professional engineer, 
which demonstrate how minimum criteria regarding adjacent street crown, water quality and finished 
floor elevations are met.  For the 25-year, 3-day storm, please demonstrate that the design stage is 
equal to or less than the pre-condition, or revise and resubmit all affected plans showing the perimeter 
grade (including entrance and exit driveways) at or above the 25-year, 3-day design storm stage. 
Please also comply with the City of Fort Lauderdale Comprehensive Plan (Ordinance C-08-18), 
Objective 4.1 under Infrastructure Elements, and be advised that effective 7/1/2017, all projects must 
comply with the Broward County ‘Future Conditions Average Wet Season Groundwater Level’ map.  

6. If dewatering activities are anticipated, a notarized City dewatering affidavit shall be filed at City’s 
building department when submitting a demolition or foundation permit along with any applicable 
dewatering permit form regulatory agencies such as the South Florida Water Management District or 
Broward County Department of Environmental Protection. 

7. Show and label all existing and proposed utilities (utility type, material and size) on civil and 
landscaping plans for potential conflict.  A min. 5 feet and 10 feet horizontal clearance horizontal 
separation is required between city utilities infrastructure and proposed small and large trees, 
respectively (including proposed water and sewer services to the development).  Any new trees 
(located within or adjacent to City Right-of-Way) should be placed with sufficient horizontal and 
vertical distances (per City, County, and State guidelines) to/from City’s public infrastructure, including 
stormwater assets, to allow for continued Public Works maintenance without obstruction.  If this cannot 
be accommodated due to field conditions, then the developer shall relocate the existing City’s public 
infrastructure to resolve the conflict(s) and to comply with City’s, County’s & State’s engineering 
standards/permits/policies.  Ensure separation is provided and include a note regarding horizontal 
clearance requirement on the landscape plans.  

8. Evaluate the possibility of utilizing a sustainable stormwater approach with the possibility of low impact 
(cisterns, pervious pavers, bioswales, raingardens, etc.) uses for landscaping along the streetscape. 

9. Proposal is for 17,072 sqft one-story warehouse/office flex space addition to existing storage facility.  
Submit a formal Site Plan that features all critical dimensions for the proposed addition, such as bay 
lengths and widths, building setbacks, parking lot, turning radii, landscaped areas, sidewalk 
dimensions, parking stall dimensions (including existing to remain) to confirm compliance.   
 

10. Clearly indicate on plans the limits of construction and how the proposed improvements will transition 
into the existing site as applicable.  Property is adjacent to FDOT right-of-way to the east and south, 
city right-of-way to the west, and private property to the north.  Submitted plans show no proposed 
work in Right-of-Way areas.  Please verify that all proposed work is on-site. 
 

11. Discuss status of existing encumbrances such as easements (including whether public or private) shown 
on survey.  Vacation of any platted Utility Easement or right of way would require a separate DRC 
submittal, DRC staff support, and City Commission approval.

12. For parking lot layout: 
a. Show and label total number of parking stalls, dimension areas including drive aisle widths, 

and typical parking stall width/depth.  The minimum clear width and depth parking stall 
dimensions shall be 8’-8” and 18’-0”, respectively. 

b. Per ULDR Section 47-20.11.A, drive aisle width shall be 24’ (min.) adjacent to 90-degree angle 
parking stalls. 

 
13. Provide disposition of existing chain-link fence that encroaches onto adjacent FDOT property, along 

portion of east property boundary line. 
 

14. Discuss dumpster enclosure/trash pick-up access requirements with case planner and waste 
management. Clearly depict trash enclosure on site plan. Show truck turning movements in and out 
the proposed dumpster enclosure/ building as applicable. Per ULDR Section 47-19.4.D.6, all dumpster 
enclosures and adjacent service access drive shall be placed on poured concrete, solid or perforated 
interlocking concrete block paving (ICB), or any existing hardened paving system.   

 
15. Label on Site Plan Data Table the required and proposed type of loading zone(s) required, per ULDR 

Section 47-20.2 Table 2 and Section 47-20.6; also label location of ADA van-accessible parking stalls.  If 
applicable, show truck turning template circulation (label typical minimum centerline turning radius) 
entering and exiting the site as required for the proposed development.  Turning geometries and 
loading zone design shall be in accordance with ULDR Section 47-20.6. 

 
16. Depict proposed building doors and provide sufficient grades/details on conceptual paving, grading 

and drainage plans to verify ADA accessibility design for the site, especially ground floor access to the 
new building, as well as crossing proposed driveways and connecting to existing sidewalks as 
appropriate; coordinate proposed site grading and Finished Floor Elevations to meet ADA accessibility 
requirements.

CASE COMMENTS:      
Please provide a response to the following: 
 

1. The City has adopted Florida Friendly Landscaping requirements into our ULDR Section 47-21.  This 
basically means that plant material must be grouped together based on watering needs (hydro 
zone) and turf areas must be limited and/or consolidated to less than 50% of the landscaped 
area. Plant material species must be minimum 50% Florida Friendly Landscaping.  Planting areas 
are to be irrigated on a separate zone than the turf areas so that once the plants are established, 
that particular zone can be shut off based on the season.  The overall goal is to decrease water 
use through irrigation.  Illustrate hydro zones on planting plan, and include calculations in table.  

 
2. The use of structural soil is required in paved sites to provide adequate soil volumes for tree roots 

under pavements, as per ULDR Section 47-21.13.   Structural soil details and specifications can be 
obtained at http://www.hort.cornell.edu/uhi/outreach/index.htm#soil This is to be provided at a 
minimum of 8’ radii of tree trunks, and is to be consistently illustrated and noted on landscape, site 
and civil plans.   

  
The structural soil drain is required when percolation rates are less than 4” vertical clearance per 
hour.    Provide documentation of report used to prove this calculation. The drain and connections 
are to be illustrated on civil plans. 

a. Demonstrate hashing on landscape, site and civil plans as to the extent of use of the 
Structural Soil. 

b. Provide Structural Soil Detail and composition.  
 

There is a product that the Landscape Department will approve the use of in place of Structural soil. 
With the Structural soil repositioning of the underground utilities is required. A suspension modular 
paving system product will provide the required root development area for a healthy and vibrant 
tree, along with their use it will allow the utilities to be in place and not affect their location in 
conjunction with the tree’s root system. Please look into the use of the Green Blue Urban soil cell, Silva 
cell or like product for this and all future site developments. 

As with the use of Structural soil a detail of the product and indication of the extent of use to be   
provided of the soil cell pavement support systems product.   

3.  Provide street trees in the right of way swale area, as per ULDR 47-21.13.B.16.  Please provide the 
Street trees at a ratio of one street tree per forty feet of street frontage or greater fraction thereof 
not subtracting ingress and egress dimensions.  When overhead utilities exist, required street trees 
may be small trees provided at a minimum of a ratio of one street tree per twenty feet frontage or 
greater fraction thereof not subtracting ingress and egress dimensions. Street trees may be 
proposed encroaching within the sight triangle area; these trees will require eight feet canopy 
clearance for traffic visibility requirements. 
a.  While code indicates that a minimum of 50% of the street trees are to be shade trees. The city 

prefers a continuous shade tree canopy as street trees.  
b. Please verify the reason the street trees were not installed on the first part of the site’s 

development and does that have the same implications for this second part development. 
c. Please illustrate measured distance between the street trees. 
d. Please verify if sidewalk is to continue along the street property line.

4. A minimum separation of 6 feet is required between the tree trunk and travel lane when curb and 

gutter DO NOT exist, and a minimum separation of 4 feet is required between the tree trunk and 
travel lane when curb and gutter DO exist.  
a. Please illustrate this clearance on the Landscape plan.  

 
5. Illustrate and label the horizontal clearance from tree trunk to edge of utility on the landscape 

plan.  Landscaping must provide a minimum horizontal clearance of 5 feet for small trees and 
palms, and a minimum of 10 feet for large trees and palms from off-site underground utilities.  
Provide a cross section detail to illustrate this clearance. 
a. Illustrate underground utilities on Landscape plan. 

 
6. Previous approved and permitted Landscape plan for the site’s first part development and 

billboard to be included. 
 

7. Provide, in tabular format, all required versus provided landscape calculations.   
a. Previous installed and newly proposed will count toward the overall site requirements. 
b. Landscape materials must be in a healthy growing condition to count toward code 

requirements, missing and damaged landscape materials will need replacement. 
c. Please provide brake down of tree percentage requirements and how it is being fulfilled. 

 
8. As per Section 47-21.9.G.1.  Each tree shall have pervious area surrounding it sufficient to support 

the species, as determined by the department. Shade species with a minimum caliper of two (3) 
inches, two hundred and twenty five (225) square feet with eight (15) feet being the smallest 
dimension.  
a. Tree islands maybe reduced in width to a minimum of 8 feet inside curb to inside curb. Under 

the adjacent pavement will require structural soil or a product engineered for root growth 
under paved areas to provide this root development area. 
 

9. As per Section 47-21.12.C.1.a.  The first twenty-five percent (25%), or fraction thereof, of the 
required trees shall be shade species with a three and one-half (3 ½) inch minimum trunk 
caliper, and shall be evenly distributed between interior and perimeter landscape areas. 
a. Please illustrate tree island width along with root development product for under pavement if 

applicable. 
b. Tree islands with palm trees require a minimum of 4 feet in width, please illustrate on 

landscape plan. 
 

10. Light fixtures with an overall height of more than ten feet shall be located a minimum of 15 feet 
aware from shade trees, as per ULDR Section 47-21.12.  
a. Please show any proposed light locations on landscape plan. 

 
11. Sheet C1 of 2 shows parking within the 20 feet yard adjacent to the street property line where as 

the Landscape plan indicates proposed landscape.

The following comments are for informational purposes.   
 
Please consider the following prior to submittal for Building Permit: 
 

1. A separate sub-permit application for Tree Removal, Relocation, and General Landscaping for site is 
required at time of master permit submittal.  These are Landscape and Tree permit application 
documents different than the Broward County standard applications.  Please not at this time of DRC 
submittal.   
 

2. Relocated trees will be moved by the applicant following the ANSI A 300 standards and guaranteed 
by the permit holder for one year for trees of less than six inches in caliper and for two years for trees 
greater than six inches in caliper, as per ULDR 47-21.15.  A monetary guarantee of postal money 
order, certified check or cashier’s check may be required to insure compliance with requirements.  A 
tree protection barricade before during and after construction activities may be required to ensure 
protection of tree or trees. Prep work for relocation requires no permit and should start as soon as 
possible.  

 
3. Proposed landscaping work in the City’s right of way requires engineering permit and approval 

(GLandscape permit).  This approval requires documents to be submitted for Engineering review.   
Note that Landscape will not approve permit review without these Engineering documents being 
submitted.  

 
4. Provide separate Plumbing sub permit application for irrigation.  Irrigation plans are required at time 

of Building permit submittal.  Plans are to be in compliance with ULDR 47-21.6.A.11 and 47-21.10. Note 
that planting areas are to be irrigated on a separate zone than the turf areas so that once the plants 
are established, that particular zone can be shut off based on the season.  The overall goal is to 
decrease water use through irrigation.  Plant material must be grouped together based on watering 
needs (hydrozone) and turf areas must be limited and/or consolidated to less than 50% of the 
landscaped area. Illustrate hydrozones on planting plan, and include calculations in table.

Please respond to the following: 
 
1. Unit entry doors should be solid, impact-resistant or metal and should be equipped with a 180-degree  

view Peephole.  
 
 2.   Unit entry doors should have a secondary deadbolt locking system. 
 
 3.  All glazing should be impact resistant. 
 
 4.  A CCTV system should be employed throughout the property with focus on entry/exit points, parking, 
      hallways, common areas, and management area. It should be capable of retrieving an 
      identifiable image of a person. 
 
 5.  Light-reflecting paint should be used in the parking lot to increase visibility and safety. 
 
6.  All restricted areas should be access controlled and label as such. 
 
7.  Office doors and common area doors should be lockable from the inside to provide safe shelter in the 
     case of an active threat, or an active killer event.  
 
8.  All lighting and landscape should follow C.P.T.E.D. guidelines.

CASE COMMENTS:      

 
1. Please show inbound and outbound stacking requirements from the property line to the first conflict 

point according to Section 47-20.5 General design of parking facilities for the driveway. Gate house 
or gated entryways require additional stacking and vehicular reservoir space. 
 

2. All parking must be provided in accordance with design and construction standards of the ULDR 
Section 47-20.11. Show dimensions for: stall width, depth of stall 90 degrees to aisle, aisle width, width 
of stall parallel to aisle, module width, angle of parking stalls. 
 

3. New office building must be parked at the rate of 1 parking space for every 250 square feet of office 
space. 

 
4. Include a table showing the proposed land uses, the floor area in square feet for each land use, the 

parking ratio, the number of parking spaces required by type, and the number of parking spaces 
proposed by type (standard, compact, handicapped, bicycle, loading, etc.).  ULDR Sec. 47-20.2. - 
Parking and loading zone requirements 
 

5. Identify the location of bicycle parking on the site plan, note the number of spaces to be provided, 
and show a detail of the bicycle rack. 

 
6. All loading and unloading must be contained on site including postal delivery services and rideshare 

pick up and drop off. 
 

7. The minimum width for an internal drive or circulation aisle with no parking is 20 feet for two-way 
traffic and 10 feet for one-way traffic.  Additional width, up to 25 feet for two-way traffic and 15 feet 
for one-way traffic, may be required where traffic volumes are heavy or where obstructions or 
circuitous alignment necessitates a wider drive for clearance of turning vehicles. 

 
8. All internal circulation and queuing areas must be designed to accommodate the turning radii of 

the vehicles that will be using the site. 
 

9. Internal driveways or parking aisles should intersect at angles of between 80 - 100 degrees, with 90 
degrees being preferred. 

 
10. Sidewalk should be extended through driveway opening locations.  

 
11. A sidewalk easement is required if the public sidewalk enters onto private property. 

 
12. Sidewalks must be straight and direct pedestrians to clear pathways, remove any structures, poles 

and landscaping from the sidewalks that are disrupting this clear pathway.

In addition, the square foot totals and calculations are inconsistent 
throughout the table for gross floor area, parking calculations, footprint, etc.

to meet parking requirements based on use and square foot totals, which as previously stated are 
inconsistent in the site data.  Be advised, parking reduction requests are a Site Plan Level III and require 
Planning and Zoning Board approval.
