1. The Florida Building Code shall apply to the construction, alteration, movement, enlargement,
replacement, repair, equipment, use and occupancy, location, maintenance, removal and
demolition of every building or structure or any appurtenances connected or attached to
such buildings or structures.

2. All projects must consider safeguards during the construction process. Florida Building Code Chapter 33
delineates various safeguards that may apply during the construction phase. All structures associated with
the protection of pedestrians will require a separate permit. A licensed professional must sign and seal the
plans and specifications.

3. The City of Fort Lauderdale is a participating municipality in the National Flood Insurance
Program (NFIP). The requirements specific to the City of Fort Lauderdale can be found in

plat, deed or grant of easement as needed in accordance with the Broward County Trafficways Plan, the
city's comprehensive plan, subdivision regulations and accepted applicable traffic engineering standards:

More accurately show and label existing utility poles located near southeast corner of proposed
development (within SW 18t Avenue Right-of-Way).

Building Elevations: Show and label existing Right-of-Way, proposed Right-of-Way and/or Easement
boundaries, existing/ proposed utility easements and horizontal building clearances on all building
elevation / section details, as appropriate.

Provide and label typical roadway cross-sections for the proposed development, at driveway access
points, at on-street parallel parking lanes, and at landscape swale areas (i.e. between travel lane
and sidewalk) as appropriate.

Existing public sidewalks adjacent to proposed development (to remain) must be inspected by
Engineer of Record to ensure existing sidewalks meet ADA standards and are in good condition. A
signed and sealed assessment must be provided indicating sidewalks were inspected and any
sidewalk replacement requirements. Plans shall reflect extent of sidewalk replacement accordingly.

Show truck and vehicle turning template circulation (label typical minimum centerline turning radius)
entering and exiting the site serving the proposed development.

Provide storm runoff calculations, signed and sealed by a Florida registered professional engineer,
which demonstrate how minimum criteria regarding adjacent street crown, water quality and
finished floor elevations are met.

Proposed trees shall be installed a min. 4 feet behind proposed curbs when adjacent to travel lanes
and a min. 6 feet away from adjacent travel lanes when no curb is present.

Within adjacent City Right-of-Way, staging/storage will not be allowed, construction fence shall not
encroach within intersection corner sight triangles, construction fence gates shall not swing into the
public Right-of-Way, and any loaded Jib Crane radius shall not extend beyond private property
boundaries. Any City Right-of-Way closure over 72 hours requires a Revocable License Agreement,
processed by Property Right-Of-Way Committee (DRC) and approved by the City’s Commission,
prior to Right-of-Way permit issuance by the Department of Sustainable Development for
Maintenance of Traffic.

Otherwise a new connection will be necessary.

On Sheet CU-101 - Proposed 2-inch crosses 2 existing storm drainpipes. Please provide a profile to
show these crossings have proper vertical separation and cover.

The City has adopted Florida Friendly Landscaping requirements into our ULDR Section 47-21. This
basically means that plant material must be grouped together based on watering needs (hydro
zone) and turf areas must be limited and/or consolidated to less than 50% of the landscaped
area. Plant material species must be minimum 50% Florida Friendly Landscaping. Planting areas
are to be irrigated on a separate zone than the turf areas so that once the plants are established,
that particular zone can be shut off based on the season. The overall goal is to decrease water
use through irrigation. lllustrate hydro zones on planting plan and include calculations in table.

Section 47-21.15.A.3. Effort shall be made to design around existing, large, desirable trees. If, as
determined by the department, there are large desirable existing tree(s) and the proposed
placement of the site plan elements will not save such tree(s) and sufficient root system to
support the tree(s), and such tree(s) are capable of being protected by a reasonable
modification of said plan, then a tree removal permit may be denied by the department. In
addition, if a permit is sought to remove an existing, large, desirable tree because its root system
is causing damage to the associated sidewalks, paved areas, or septic systems, or if falling tree
debris is staining nearby surface area, then the tree removal permit may be denied by the
department if alternatives such as sidewalk bridging, canopy reduction, or timming have not
been considered or attempted, and such action would address the problem while preserving
the tree. An alternative or redesigned site plan shall then be submitted.

a. Tree number 7 shown to remain the proposed structure appears to be 10 feet from the tree
also there is showing a change of grade at the root system area. It appears that the amount
of canopy loss and change of grade will place this specimen Live Oak in a state of violation
of city ordinance of Tree Abuse. Please demonstrate full impact to tree #7 with the proposed
development activities. The Department would ask that the ISA certified Arborist work in
conjunction as to verifying any pruning that may be done that the tree will not fall into a state
of Tree Abuse.

b. There are several shade trees shown for removal along the north property line that appear to
originate from this and the neighboring property. Please investigate alternative design within
this area to preserve the existing trees along the property line. Proposed removals that
originate from this and the neighboring property, approval from the neighboring property
owner is required for those proposed to be removed.

c. There are other trees around the west and south perimeters of the site that appear that could
be saved in place. Please provide modifications to the site plan in order to fulfill tree
preservation ordinance.

Provide street trees in the right of way swale area, as per ULDR 47-21.13.B.16. Street trees are to be

a minimum of 12 feet tall and provided at a ratio of one street tree per forty feet of street frontage

or greater fraction thereof not subtracting ingress and egress dimensions. When overhead utilities

exist, required street trees may be small trees provided at a minimum of a ratio of one street tree

per twenty feet frontage or greater fraction thereof not subtracting ingress and egress dimensions.

a. Four street trees required for this site due to the overhead utilities. Two clustering palm groups

may be proposed along with the Crape Myrtles. Please investigate relocation of Adonidia
palm clusters from on site. Trees and palm trees may encroach within the sight triangle
providing there is a minimum 8 feet canopy height clearance.

A minimum separation of 6 feet is required between the tree trunk and travel lane when curb and
gutter DO NOT exist, and a minimum separation of 4 feet is required between the tree trunk and
travel lane when curb and gutter DO exist.

a. Please illustrate this clearance on the Landscape plan.

lllustrate and label the horizontal clearance from tree trunk to edge of utility on the landscape
plan. Landscaping must provide a minimum horizontal clearance of 5 feet for small trees and
palms, and a minimum of 10 feet for large trees and palms from underground utilities. Provide a
cross section detail to illustrate this clearance.

Provide, in tabular format, all required versus provided landscape calculations.
a. Please provide site calculations for the vehicle use area and its Landscape requirements.
b. lllustrate the minimum landscape buffer area of 2.5 feet on the south side of the site.

Sod percentage for this type of development is not to exceed 50% of the net lot landscape area.
a. Provide the onsite calculation of square footage of proposed sod as well as the percentage
calculation.

lllustrate the location of overhead utilities and follow FPL Right Tree Right Place guidelines for tree
selection and placement.
a. Pigeon Plum tree would require a minimum 20 feet lateral clearance from the overhead
utilities.
b. Being that Sabal palms are approved at 9 feet lateral clearance from overhead utilities,
please investigate additional installation and or relocation of Sabal palms on the south side of
the driveway.

Shade trees must be located a minimum of fifteen feet away from structures.
a. There appears to be a structure on the neighboring property to the south that the proposed
Live Oak trees may be in conflict with. Please demonstrate the neighboring structures and
illustrate the measured horizontal clearance to the trees’ trunk.

For specimen trees, provide ISA Certified Arborist report for specimen trees, as per ULDR 47-21.15.
This report is to be on ISA Certified Arborist business letterhead with contact information and ISA
Certification number clearly stated. This report would include tree survey with numbered trees, a
corresponding table which includes tree number, botanical name and common name, trunk
diameter at breast height, clear trunk for palms, condition percentage, etc.; and a written
assessment of existing tree characteristics. This information is required to calculate equivalent
value mitigation.

Utilities and site amenities such as walkways, flagpoles, transformers, fire hydrants, sewer and water
supply lines, trash enclosures, and similar items located on the site shall not be placed adjacent to,
in, or under required tree planting areas, as per ULDR Section 47-21.12. Confirm with civil, site and
life safety plans that utilities and site amenities are not causing conflicts with proposed
landscaping. Where conflicts exist, shift the utility and/or site amenities.

Light fixtures with an overall height of more than ten feet shall be located a minimum of 15 feet
aware from shade trees, as per ULDR Section 47-21.12. Please identify light poles on plans.

A separate sub-permit application for Tree Removal, Relocation, and General Landscaping for site is
required at time of master permit submittal. These are Landscape and Tree permit application
documents different than the Broward County standard applications. Please not at this time of DRC
submittal.

Relocated trees will be moved by the applicant following the ANSI A 300 standards and guaranteed
by the permit holder for one year for trees of less than six inches in caliper and for two years for trees
greater than six inches in caliper, as per ULDR 47-21.15. A monetary guarantee of postal money
order, certified check or cashier’s check may be required to ensure compliance with requirements.
A tree protection barricade before during and after construction activities may be required to ensure
protection of tree or trees. Prep work for relocation requires no permit and should start as soon as
possible.

Proposed landscaping work in the City’s right of way requires engineering permit and approval
(GLandscape permit). This approval requires documents to be submitted for Engineering review.
Note that Landscape will not approve permit review without these Engineering documents being
submitted.

Provide separate Plumbing sub permit application for irrigation. Irrigation plans are required at time
of Building permit submittal. Plans are to be in compliance with ULDR 47-21.6.A.11 and 47-21.10. Note
that planting areas are to be irrigated on a separate zone than the turf areas so that once the plants
are established, that particular zone can be shut off based on the season. The overall goal is to
decrease water use through irrigation. Plant material must be grouped together based on watering
needs (hydrozone) and turf areas must be limited and/or consolidated to less than 50% of the
landscaped area. lllustrate hydrozones on planting plan and include calculations in table.

This date and location of the meeting is at the discretion of the applicant. Once the meeting(s) is/are
conducted, the applicant shall provide a written report letter to the Department of Sustainable
Development, with copy to subject association(s), documenting the date(s), time(s), location(s), number
of participants, presentation material and general summary of the discussion after a public participation
meeting(s). The report letter shall summarize the substance of comments expressed during the process
and shall be made a part of the administrative case file record.

The applicant shall, 10 days prior to the PZB, execute and submit to the department an affidavit of proof
of public notice according to this section. If the applicant fails to submit the affidavit, the public hearing
will be postponed until the next available hearing date after the affidavit has been supplied.

Verify that copy of plat is the most current recorded plat, including notes and amendments, for the
proposed site.

a) Orient the site at the proper angle. It appears shifted differently on several sheets and the survey.

b) Provide the required dedicated 5-foot easement along all properties except the one along the ROW;

c) Provide the required 5-foot setback requirement to the mechanical equipment;

d) Indicate all utilities (both above and below ground) that would affect the proposed planting or
landscape plan. Overhead lines (if any) should be placed underground. If the lines cannot be
placed underground, provide documentation from Florida Power & Light Company indicating such.

11) Please remove the term “townhouse” from all plans and documents. Ensure compliance with the

Florida Building Code to determine the Occupancy Group and Class as well as the Type Construction.
When the permits for a cluster development are submitted to the building department, the buildings will
be reviewed as an R-2 Occupancy under the Florida Building Code.

12) Provide information and location regarding trash receptacle pick-up.

13) Provide legible photometric plan for the entire site. Extend values on photometric plans to all property

lines. Show values pursuant to the Unified and Land Development Regulations (“ULDR”), Section 47-
25.3.A.3.a and 47-20.14. Indicate lighting poles on site plan and landscape plan, and provide detail with
dimensions. Garage internal lighting fixtures and glare cannot be visible from neighboring properties.

14) The City’s Vision is to support sustainable infrastructure. Consider a green sustainable roof as part of this

site plan. Green roofs help to conserve energy, improve air quality and may provide an extra amenity
space. Other green building practices to be considered throughout the project include tank-less water
heaters, rain collection systems, pervious pavement where appropriate, bio-swales, Florida Friendly™
plant materials, and solar panels.

15) It is strongly recommended that bicycle parking in visible, well-lit areas as close as possible to pedestrian

entryways/doors is provided. In addition where possible, locate bicycle parking facilities in an area that is
sheltered/covered. Show internal secured bicycle racks and/or external bike racks on the site plan.
Consult the Association of Pedestrian and Bicycle Professionals (“APBP”) for Bicycle Parking Guidelines
and Broward County End-of-Trip Bicycle Facilities Guide at http://www.apbp.org/. For more information
on bicycle parking standards, please email Karen Warfel at KWarfel@fortlauderdale.gov.

16) Provisions satisfactory to the City Attorney’s Office shall be made for a recordable easement over the

driveway for all public utilities and for use by owners within the group. A cluster development shall have
a recorded maintenance agreement for the common areas. Such agreements must be reviewed and
approved by the City Attorney's Office prior to Final DRC sign-off. A minimum five foot easement is
required around each building group except when directly abutting a right-of-way.

17) Property lot lines shall be depicted on the Site Plan for each cluster unit. These should be reflected on

the Site Plan prior to Final DRC sign off, and shall be recorded prior to Building Permit application is
submitted. *Please keep in mind these aspects will be coordinated with the Zoning Reviewer and the
City Attorney’s Office during building permit as they are related to yard requirements.
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18) This project is subject to the requirements of Broward County Public School Concurrency. The applicant
will notify the School Board Superintendent or designee of this proposal. Prior to submitting an application
for placement on a Planning and Zoning Board or City Commission agenda, a written response from the
School Board shall be provided by the applicant. Prior to application for final DRC approval, please
provide confirmation from the School District that the residential development is exempt or vested
fromthe requirements of public school concurrency, or a School Capacity Availability Determination
(SCAD) letter that confirms that capacity is available, or if capacity is not available, that mitigation
requirements have been satisfied.

19) Please provide total park impact fee amount due. Park impact fees are assessed and collected at time
of permit per each new hotel room and dwelling unit type. An impact fee calculator can be found at:
http://www.fortlauderdale.gov/departments/sustainable-development/building-services/permit-
fees/park-impact-fee-calculator.

GENERAL COMMENTS

20) If a temporary construction/sales trailer is needed for this project, provide the details and location of the
trailer on a separate site plan, to avoid additional review in the future. Verify details and location with
the Building Representative.

21) An additional follow-up coordination meeting may be required to review project changes necessitated
by the DRC comments. Prior to routing your plans for Pre-Planning and Zoning Board sign-off, please
schedule an appointment with the project planner, Yvonne Redding, (call 954-828-6495) to review
project revisions and/or to obtain a signature routing stamp. Please note applicant is responsible for
obtaining signatures from all discipline members that had comments and may need to resolve
comments through individual appointments if necessary.

22) All construction activity must comply with ULDR, Section 24-11, Construction sites. Contact Noel
Zamora, Plans Examiner (954-828-5536) to obtain his signature on the final DRC plans.
