1. The Florida Building Code shall apply to the construction, alteration, movement, enlargement,
replacement, repair, equipment, use and occupancy, location, maintenance, removal and
demolition of every building or structure or any appurtenances connected or attached to
such buildings or structures.

2. All projects must consider safeguards during the construction process. Florida Building Code Chapter 33
delineates various safeguards that may apply during the construction phase. All structures associated with
the protection of pedestrians will require a separate permit. A licensed professional must sign and seal the
plans and specifications.

3. The City of Fort Lauderdale is a participating municipality in the National Flood Insurance
Program (NFIP). The requirements specific to the City of Fort Lauderdale can be found in

This survey shall be based on a
Standard Titte Commitment issued by a title insurer licensed to do business in Florida or an Opinion of
Title issued by an attorney admitted to the Florida Bar. The title commitment or Opinion of Title must
have an effective date no more than thirty days prior to the date of submittal of the survey and must
be certified to the City of Fort Lauderdale. If any encumbrances are found in the property, provide a
copy of the recorded documents accordingly (i.e. easements, dedications, agreements, vacations,
etc.).

Property lines, NVAL, Right-of-Way, watercourses, easements, structures, and roadway shall be clearly
shown, labeled and dimensioned. Provide spot elevations on site, at property corners, along property
lines (50’ min. interval), existing roadway crowns, and pavement edges adjacent to property as
appropriate. Elevations shall be referenced to the North American Vertical Datum of 1988 (NAVD 88).

2. Prepare service demand calculations for water & wastewater services and obtain a letter of service
availability from the City’s Public Works — Engineering Department in order to meet the City’s adequacy
requirements per ULDR Section 47-25.2 of the City’s Code of Ordinances. Submit water and wastewater

3. Please email CRBARRETT@FORTLAUDERDALE.GOV to obtain copies of the City utility maps as
applicable to the project location and show existing City utilities and easements (water, sewer,
forcemain, and stormwater utilities) in proposed engineering plans (utility demolition, stormwater
pollution prevention plan (SWPPP), and civil plans).

4. Utilities Plan shows double strap tapping saddle, please be advised plans must show tapping sleeve
tapping valve and gate valve at all water connections. Sanitary sewer connection must be in usable
condition. Please provide assessment of cleanout to be used.

5. Show and label all existing and proposed utilities (utility type, material and size) on civil and
landscaping plans for potential conflict. A min. 5 feet and 10 feet horizontal clearance horizontal

respectively (including proposed water and sewer services to the development). Any new trees
(located within or adjacent to City Right-of-Way) should be placed with sufficient horizontal and
vertical distances (per City, County, and State guidelines) to / from City’s public infrastructure,
including stormwater assets, to allow for continued Public Works maintenance without obstruction. If
this cannot be accommodated due to field conditions, then the developer shall relocate the existing
City’s public infrastructure to resolve the conflict(s) and to comply with City, County, & State
engineering standards/permits/policies. Ensure separation is provided and include a note regarding
horizontal clearance requirement on the landscape plans.

Provide sufficient existing and proposed grades and information on conceptual Paving, Grading,
and Drainage Plan and details to demonstrate how stormwater runoff will remain onsite (include
typical cross-sections along all property lines as appropriate) and how the proposed project
improvements (i.e. on-street parking, sidewalks, etc.) will not adversely impact the adjacent Right-of-
Way, properties and waterways. Coordinate as appropriate with the respective FDOT and BCHCED
agencies for mitigation of additional runoff within those jurisdictions. Show location of building roof
drains, and their proposed connection(s) to the on-site drainage system.

Provide storm runoff calculations, signed and sealed by a Florida registered professional engineer,
which demonstrate how minimum criteria regarding adjacent street crown, water quality and finished
floor elevations are met. For the 25-year, 3-day storm, and 100-year, 3-day storm, please demonstrate
that the design stage is equal to or less than the pre-condition, or revise and resubmit all affected plans
showing the perimeter grade (including entrance and exit driveways) at or above the 25-year, 3-day
and 100-year, 3-day design storm stage. Please also comply with the City of Fort Lauderdale
Comprehensive Plan (Ordinance C-08-18), Objective 4.1 under Infrastructure Elements, and be
advised that effective 7/1/2017, all projects must comply with the Broward County ‘Future Conditions
Average Wet Season Groundwater Level’ map.

Drainage mitigation shall be required for proposed project improvements (i.e. on-street parking,
sidewalks, etc.) that adversely impact the adjacent City of Fort Lauderdale Right-of-Way, such as
increased runoff, additional impervious areas, and reduction of existing storage or treatment (i.e. swale
areas). The Engineer of Record (EOR) shall evaluate the adjacent City roadway system capacity and
demonstrate that the proposed improvements will not negatively impact the City’s existing drainage
system, and provide recommendations in compliance with the City’s Comprehensive Plan (i.e. meets
or exceeds the 10-year/1-day storm event drainage capacity criteria).

Provide Maintenance Agreement Area Exhibit, which provides a visual representation of the area
within the adjacent public Right-of-Way (adjacent to the proposed development) to be maintained
in perpetuity by the developer. Label whether the adjacent Right-of-Way is FDOT, BCHCED, or City
jurisdiction, as well as label all proposed improvements, including asphalt and other specialty paving,
specialty sidewalks, landscaping, irrigation, lighting, curb and gutter etc. that will be maintained by
the Applicant throughout the life of the improvements.

Please provide a response to the following:

1. Proposed berm work at the area of the existing trees to remain along NW 239 AVE would be a
violation of city ordinance of tree abuse; this violation would be for the change of the existing
natural grade. The protection area extends out to the dripline of the tree’s canopy, as seen from
street view the trees have canopy that covers the entire landscape strip’s width. An alternative
from a berm within this area may need to be investigated.

2. The proposed structure appears to be encroaching into the existing tree canopy along NW 23rd
AVE. Please demonstrate the impact the development will have on these existing tree canopies
and how they will be protected.

3. Tree preservation requirements apply those that are good candidates for relocation should be
saved by relocation on site rather than being destroyed.

4. Provide street trees in the right of way swale area, as per ULDR 47-21.13.B.16. Street trees are to
be a minimum of 12 feet tall and provided at a ratio of one street tree per forty feet of street
frontage or greater fraction thereof not subtracting ingress and egress dimensions. When
overhead utilities exist, required street trees may be small trees provided at a minimum of a ratio
of one street tree per twenty feet frontage or greater fraction thereof not subtracting ingress and
egress dimensions. This street tree requirement also includes the Service road along the south
portion of the site.

5. A minimum separation of 6 feet is required between the tree trunk and travel lane when curb
and gutter DO NOT exist, and a minimum separation of 4 feet is required between the tree trunk
and travel lane when curb and gutter DO exist. lllustrate this clearance.

6. lllustrate and label the horizontal clearance from tree trunk to edge of utility on the landscape
plan. Landscaping must provide a minimum horizontal clearance of 5 feet for small trees and
palms, and a minimum of 10 feet for large trees and palms from underground utilities. Provide a
cross section detail to illustrate this clearance.

7. It was mentioned by city staff that a right of way dedication will be required. With a dedication
along the right of way and the sidewalk moved back, a landscape strip would be created
between the sidewalk and travel lane. It appears that an existing underground water main is
located within this newly made landscape strip. Please verify if there will be at a minimum 5 feet
horizontal clearance between the water main, trunk of a street tree with adequate clearance
from the edge of sidewalk. Due to overhead and underground conflicts the type of street tree
would be small maturing trees. These trees would require a minimum 6 feet canopy height
clearance from the sidewalk. If not obtainable, palms such as Thach palms may be proposed at
a minimum 3 feet from the underground utility with root barrier located 1 foot off the water main.
These palms would also require a minimum of 6 feet canopy clearance being adjacent to the
public realm of the sidewalk. Also please propose low maintainable shrubs and ground covers
within this area between the sidewalk and trave lane. Trees within the jurisdiction of FDOT may
require 8.5 feet of canopy height clearance.

As within the Neighborhood Compatibility section of code, when addressing a site adjacent to a
residential area is to provide enhanced landscape to the view of the residential area. With the
landscape area on the west side of the site, please propose additional landscape materials to
form an aesthetically pleasing setting between the public realm of the sidewalk to structure and
carrying over to the landscape strip between the sidewalk and travel lane.

Approval from jurisdiction for landscape installation in Right of Way, preferred prior to final DRC
sign off. If jurisdiction approval is obtained after DRC final sign off and the plans require any
change, Administrative Review will be required prior to permit review.

Please provide the measured distance from the outside edge of the wall to the property line and
explain how the area of outside the wall will be maintained.

All detached freestanding signs shall be landscaped underneath the sign with a continuous
planting and irrigation system, as per ULDR 47-22.E.3.
a. This area is to be minimum 3 feet deep and extend at least the same length as the longest
side of the sign.
b. Continuous planting is to be mulched and can be hedges and shrubs 2 feet tall planted 2
feet apart. Groundcover may be 6 inches tall planted 6 inches apart.
c. lIrrigation shall be from a permanent water source.
d. Please clearly note and illustrate all of the above on plan.

Fence and walls facing the street require a continuous planting plus 1 tree per 20 feet or fraction
thereof. This required planting is to be within the area between the wall and street property line.
Section 47-19.5.

Please show the neighboring structure to the north with a measured distance between the
building and tree trunk. Shade trees such as Live Oak require a minimum 15 feet horizontal
clearance with flowering trees a minimum of 7.5 feet from a structure.

Please provide information as to the material to be used to form the berms. Please provide detalil
as to additional planting soil layer for ground cover landscape material installation.

Please have a certified ISA Arborist provide the information as to the existing trees including the
condition ratings that will be required for mitigation purposes. Please have Arborist provide
mitigation values for trees and palms on the site.

Upon city staff site visit it was determined that there are existing trees and palms not shown on the
tree disposition plan. Please correct the tree disposition plan to reflect existing trees.

For specimen trees, provide ISA Certified Arborist report for specimen trees, as per ULDR 47-21.15.
This report is to be on ISA Certified Arborist business letterhead with contact information and ISA
Certification number clearly stated. This report would include tree survey with numbered trees, a
corresponding table which includes tree number, botanical name and common name, trunk
diameter at breast height, clear trunk for palms, condition percentage, etc.; and a written
assessment of existing tree characteristics. This information is required to calculate equivalent
value mitigation.

19. Provide tree protection barricade detail for existing trees on site to remain, as per ULDR 47-21.15.
This barricade must be installed prior to the beginning of proposed work, and a landscape job-

20. Light fixtures with an overall height of more than ten feet shall be located a minimum of 15 feet
away from shade trees, as per ULDR Section 47-21.12. Please illustrate light poles on Landscape
plan with a measured distance from the tree trunk.

21. Landscape plans to be sealed and signed by a Landscape Architect.

22. Additional comments may be forthcoming prior to DRC sign off.

GENERAL COMMENTS
The following comments are for informational purposes.

Please consider the following prior to submittal for Building Permit:

1. A separate sub-permit application for Tree Removal, Relocation, and General Landscaping for site is
required at time of master permit submittal. These are Landscape and Tree permit application
documents different than the Broward County standard applications. Please not at this time of DRC
submittal.

2. Proposed landscaping work in the City’s right of way requires engineering permit and approval
(GLandscape permit). This approval requires documents to be submitted for Engineering review.
Note that Landscape will not approve permit review without these Engineering documents being
submitted.

3. Provide separate Plumbing sub permit application for irrigation. Irrigation plans are required at time
of Building permit submittal. Plans are to be in compliance with ULDR 47-21.6.A.11 and 47-21.10. Note
that planting areas are to be irrigated on a separate zone than the turf areas so that once the plants
are established, that particular zone can be shut off based on the season. The overall goal is to
decrease water use through irrigation. Plant material must be grouped together based on watering
needs (hydrozone) and turf areas must be limited and/or consolidated to less than 50% of the
landscaped area. lllustrate hydrozones on planting plan and include calculations in table.

4. Relocated trees will be moved by the applicant following the ANSI A 300 standards and guaranteed
by the permit holder for one year for trees of less than six inches in caliper and for two years for trees
greater than six inches in caliper, as per ULDR 47-21.15. A monetary guarantee of postal money
order, certified check or cashier’s check may be required to insure compliance with requirements. A
tree protection barricade before during and after construction activities may be required to ensure
protection of tree or trees. This can be in addition to a monetary guarantee. The amount of
guarantee is based on the equivalent value of the tree or trees specifically included.

1. All exterior entry and exit doors should be equipped with a secondary locking system like door pins,
deadbolts or burglary prevention hardware.

3. The site should be equipped with a CCTV system that would capture an identifiable image of an
individual on site. The system should be capable of covering entry and exit points, parking lot,
storage areas and any other sensitive area of concern.

4. All glazing should impact resistant.

5. The businesses should be equipped with an intrusion alarm and a silent “Panic” alarm for police
response. The alarm system should have battery and or cellular back-up features.

6. Roof access ladder should be access controlled.

7. Site lighting and landscaping should follow C.P.T.E.D. standards.
