As per section 47-21.13.B.16. Street trees. In order to provide for adequate landscaping along streets
within the city, street trees shall be required along the length of the property abutting a street.
Required street trees shall be planted in an area located between the roadway and the property
line. Being that there is on-street parking, the city is looking for bulb-out landscape areas be
provided with shade trees working towards the street tree requirement. The city is looking for three
bulb-outs be provided, beginning north of the driveway with the last bulb-out at the north end of
the site with the middle bulb-out splitting the outer two. The Department is looking at the possibility
of shifting the sidewalk on site to provide additional landscape strip. With a 5 feet width landscape
strip between the sidewalk and the traffic area may provide area for other street trees to be
provided. If shifting the sidewalk is prohibited, please place other shade trees between the bulb-
out trees on property side of the sidewalk.

Please provide a shade tree with a 3.5-inch trunk for the VUA requirements.

1. Traffic impact statement and parking statement are under review.

2. Due to the proposed full access driveway being adjacent to an exit only driveway, the proposed
driveway will need to be altered to address safety concerns and clear up driver confusion.

a. The exit out of the proposed driveway shall be a right out only, the driveway shall be
designed with a channelizing island (aka Porkchop) channelizing vehicles to turn right out of
the driveway to prohibit vehicles from driving through the miss aligned driveway with the SE
31st St approach

3. The preference would be to align the proposed driveway with no deflection with SE 31st St
approach.

4. Include a table showing the proposed land uses, the floor area in square feet for each land use, the
parking ratio, the number of parking spaces required by type, and the number of parking spaces
proposed by type (standard, compact, handicapped, bicycle, loading, etc.). ULDR Sec. 47-20.2. -
Parking and loading zone requirements.

5. All parking must be provided in accordance with design and construction standards of the ULDR
Section 47-20.11. Show dimensions for: stall width, depth of stall 90 degrees to aisle, aisle width,
width of stall parallel to aisle, module width, angle of parking stalls. Properly dimension the parking
stall dimensions on the plan sets.

6. Show inbound and outbound stacking requirements from the property line to the first conflict point
according to Section 47-20.5 General design of parking facilities for each proposed driveway.
Please note that if there is proposed gate at the ingress and egress points for this development, the
gate will be considered the first conflict point.

7. Per ULDR Section 47-2.2.Q, show and label sight triangles as appropriate for safe and adequate
access of drivers and pedestrians, on the Site Plan, Landscape Plans, and Civil Plans: intersections
of driveways with streets and alleys (10’ measured from intersection point of pavement edges),
alleys with alleys (15° measured from intersection point of extended property lines), alleys with
streets (15° measured from intersection point of extended property lines), and streets with streets
(25" measured from intersection point of extended property lines). The request for reduction of sight
triangle dimensions is subject to review by the City Engineer on a case-by-case basis. Per ULDR
Section 47-19.1.E, no accessory use or structure shall be permitted within a sight triangle except as
provided in ULDR Section 47-35.

8. Allinternal circulation and queuing areas must be designed to accommodate the turning radii of
the vehicles that will be using the site. Provide auto turn vehicular paths to depict how the ground
floor site circulation will work.

9. Provide clarification on garage operation and accessibility (gate, ticket gate, etc.) for this

development. Please note that if a gate is proposed, a queueing analysis based on the gate
operations will be required as part of the Traffic Impact Study.

Provide a minimum of 5 feet wide on SR NO. 5. This minimum is in reference to clear, unobstructed
pathways -Light poles, trees and landscaping is not to be included in this zone. Landscaping should
be between the sidewalks and back of curb and a minimum of 5 feet in width.

Any proposed drainage well, manhole, pull box etc. installed in the sidewalk must be flat, ADA
compliant and not impact the effective width of the sidewalk clear path.

Ensure all access points, sidewalks, walkways, and curb cuts are unobstructed and ADA accessible
with appropriate slopes and detectible warning devices and indicate on the site plan. This includes
all access to/from the site entrance. Add the dimension, clearances, and slopes of the walkways.

The city reserves the right to meter on street parking stalls on the public right of way at any time.

Please add the following note on the site plan for the on-street parking, “None of the on-street spaces
are reserved for the development and may be used by any member of the public. On-street spaces
will not count towards the parking requirements for the project; The spaces may be removed at any
time for any reason and the City of Fort Lauderdale will not relocate displaced on-street parking.”

Bicycle parking is strongly encouraged. Consult the APBP Bicycle Parking Guidelines, city of Fort
Lauderdale Parking Standards and Broward County End-of-Trip Bicycle Facilities Guide. Look to
provide the minimum long term and short-term bicycle parking based on requirements in the guide
and include total counts on the site plan data sheet.

The site is designated Commercial on the City's Future Land Use Map. The proposed use is permitted in
this designation. This is not a determination on consistency with Comprehensive Plan Goals, Objectives
and Policies.

The proposed project requires review and approval by the Planning and Zoning Board (PZB). A separate
application and fee are required for PZB submittal, and the applicant is responsible for all public notice
requirements pursuant to Section 47-27. In addition, the development permit shall not take effect, nor
shall a building permit be issued until thirty (30) days after approval, and then only if no motion is
adopted by the City Commission seeking to review the application.

Pursuant to Public Participation requirements of Unified Land Development Regulations (ULDR), Sections

47-24.1.F.14 and 47-27.4.A.2.c, the applicant must complete the following:

a. Prior to submittal of an application to the Planning and Zoning Board (PZB), the applicant shall:

1. Provide notice via e-mail and regular mail to the official city-recognized civic organization(s)
within 300 feet of the proposed project, notifying of the date, time and place of applicant’s
project presentation meeting to take place prior to the PZB meeting (a listing of officially-
recognized neighborhood associations is provided on the City of Fort Lauderdale website:
http://www.fortlauderdale.gov/neighbors/civic-associations); and,

2. Provide notice via mailed letter to property owners whose real property is located within 300 feet
of the proposed project, notifying of the date, time and place of applicant’s project presentation
meeting to take place prior to the PZB meeting.

b. The applicant shall conduct the public participation meeting(s) a minimum of 30 days prior to the
PZB. This date and location of the meeting are at the discretion of the applicant. Once the
meeting(s) is conducted, the applicant shall provide a written report letter to the Department of
Sustainable Development, with copy to subject association(s), documenting the date(s), time(s),
location(s), number of participants, presentation material and general summary of the discussion
after a public participation meeting(s). The report letter shall summarize the substance of comments
expressed during the process and shall be made a part of the administrative case file record. A
minimum of ten (10) days prior to the PZB meeting, the applicant shall execute and submit an
affidavit of proof of public notice to the Department.

In regard to physical, communication, and radar obstructions, the FAA requires a review for interference
by the proposed construction. Provide a letter from the FAA indicating that such review has been
performed. FAA approval must be obtained prior to Pre-PZ Signoff, unless otherwise deemed
unnecessary by the City Airport Manager or designee.

There are four concurrent easement vacation applications under review that must be approved prior to
Site Plan Approval. Applications are as follows: UDP-EV22008, UDP-EV22009, UDP-EV220010, and UDP-
EV220011.

8) There are inconsistencies between the Broward County Property Appraiser Map and the survey. The
survey shows the northeast property boundary to be larger than what is shown on the survey.
Furthermore, the survey shows ingress and egress easements, rather than a dedication to Florida

The streetscape design requires the inclusion of a 5-foot landscape swale between the travel lane
and sidewalk, as well as bulb-outs for on-street parking spaces. For the area of the 5-foot sidewalk
that is shifted onsite, provide a pedestrian easement.

Show centerlines of all adjacent ROWs and dimension widths.

Clearly label the location of enclosure(s), dumpster(s), recycling area(s), containers, etc. as
applicable relating to Solid Waste / Recycling. Indicate on plans where users’ accessibility is
accommodated for all container areas.

Work with engineering and transportation on the inclusion of traffic channelizing device at proposed
driveway.

Provide a linear line along the frontage of building to show compliance with the 20-foot yard
requirement of Section 47-18.29.-Self-storage facility and label accordingly.

Per Section 47-18.29.- Self Storage facility, individual storage units within a self-storage facility shall
have a maximum of four hundred (400) square feet of gross floor area. Label the floor plans showing
the size of each unit size or provide a chart showing the sizes of each unit type on each floor.

It is unclear whether a new fence is being stalled on the property. If a new fence is being stalled,
provide image examples and specifications. Note, if a fence is being proposed, a metal chain link
fence will not be an acceptable material along the west or east frontages.

11) Provide the following changes on elevations:
a. The building lacks material diversification. Include additional materials to differentiate and highlight
building features, other than painted stucco.
b. Additional architectural emphasis needs to be placed on each of the elevations to break up

buildings massing, with specific emphasis placed on areas visible from US 1.

1. The east facade and the adjoining corners that wrap the building to the north and south
are a primary focal point when entering the City. Therefore, additional architectural
features, articulation, and fenestration need to be integrated into these areas of the
building.

2. Include differentiating materials to help emphasize building features, incorporate
overhangs, awnings, material banding and other architectural elements that soften the
buildings features and provide relief from large blank walls.

3. Consider additional roofline articulation.

To help guide the inclusion of these modifications, examples from other Cube Smarts have been
provided, below.
