The Florida Building Code shall apply to the construction, alteration, movement, enlargement,
replacement, repair, equipment, use and occupancy, location, maintenance, removal and
demolition of every building or structure or any appurtenances connected or attached to such
buildings or structures.

All projects must consider safeguards during the construction process. FBC Chapter 33 delineates
various safeguards that may apply during the construction phase. All structures associated with the
protection of pedestrians will require a separate permit. A licensed professional must sign and seal
the plans and specifications.

The City of Fort Lauderdale is a participating municipality in the National Flood Insurance Program
(NFIP). The requirements specific to the City of Fort Lauderdale can be found in

Chapter 14 - FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT of the Code of Ordinances and accessed at;

DEDICATION OF RIGHTS-OF-WAY: Per ULDR Section 47-25.2.M.5, property shall be conveyed to the public by

plat, deed or grant of easement as needed in accordance with the Broward County Trafficways Plan, the
city's comprehensive plan, subdivision regulations and accepted applicable traffic engineering standards:

a. Provide 10’ Right-of-Way dedication or permanent Right-of-Way Easement along east side of South
Federal Highway (coordinate with FDOT), to complete half of 120’ Right-of-Way section per the most
current Broward County Trafficways Plan; show / label delineation in the plans. Confirm with FDOT if
Right-of-Way dedication (which may affect building setbacks) or Right-of-Way Easement (which
doesn’t affect building setbacks) will be required.

b. Provide copy of Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Pre-application meeting memorandum
or approval letter as applicable for the proposed improvements along South Atlantic Boulevard. For

Prior to Final DRC sign-off, please provide updated plans and written response to the following review
comments:

1. Obtain a letter of service availability from the City's Public Works - Engineering Department in order to
meet the City's adequacy requirements per ULDR Section 47-25.2 of the City's Code of Ordinances.
Verify irrigation service and irrigation meter sizes and confirm matching sizes for the irrigation tap, the
service line and the meter. Currently the line size is different from the meter size and the tap.

2. Provide profile for the proposed sewer lateral to assure there is no conflict with the existing 6" water
main.

3. Proposed required on-site improvements (i.e. building, foundation, back flow preventer, fdc, clean
out, doors, etc.) shall not be constructed within existing or proposed right of way/ dedications/
easements.

4. Proposed required on-site improvements (i.e. building terrace, building foundation, building
overhang, etc.) shall not be constructed within existing or proposed right of way/ dedications/
easements. If encroachments are proposed, provide correspondence from FDOT indicating the
same is allowed.

5. Depict/ label existing/ proposed stop sign/ bar on right of way adjacent to the site and on driveway
connections to right of way as applicable.

6. Per ULDR Section 47-2.2.Q, show and label sight triangles as appropriate for safe and adequate
access of drivers and pedestrians, on the Site Plan, Landscape Plans, and Civil Plans: intersections of
driveways with streets and alleys (10’ measured from intersection point of pavement edges), alleys
with alleys (15 measured from intersection point of extended property lines), alleys with streets (15’
measured from intersection point of extended property lines), and streets with streets (25’ measured
from intersection point of extended property lines). The request for reduction of sight triangle
dimensions is subject to review by the City Engineer on a case-by-case basis. Per ULDR Section 47-
19.1.E, no accessory use or structure shall be permitted within a sight triangle except as provided

in ULDR Section 47-35. Ensure sight triangles are also depicted on adjacent driveways that would be
impacted by proposed improvements on this project. Sight triangles located at the intersection of a
local street or driveway with a right-of-way under County, State or Federal jurisdictions, are subject to
the sight visibility requirements of those jurisdictions.

Proposed exterior building doors, etc. shall not open into the public Right-of-Way and/or permanently
dedicated Right-of-Way Easements and Sidewalk Easements.

Clearly depict trash enclosure on site plan. Show truck turning movements in and out the proposed
dumpster enclosure/ building as applicable. Ensure sufficient height clearance is provided within
garage for truck access.

Sheets A-3.0a and A-3.0b (Building Elevations): Show and label existing Right-of-Way, proposed
Right-of-Way and/or Easement boundatries.

Provide and label typical roadway cross-sections for the proposed development side of South
Federal Highway and Ponce De Leon Drive: at driveway access points, and at landscape swale
areas (i.e. between travel lane and sidewalk) as appropriate.

Depict existing sidewalk adjacent to the development along South Federal Highway and Ponce De
Leon Drive and how proposed sidewalk/ pedestrian path will transition into existing sidewalk.

a. Show proposed ADA ramp for connectivity to island along Ponce De Leon Drive.
For surface or ground-level parking lot layout:

a. Per ULDR Section 47-20.11.A, drive aisle width shall be 24’ (min.) adjacent to 90-degree angle
parking stalls, 18’ (min.) adjacent to 60-degree angled parking stalls, 13’ (min.) adjacent to
45-degree angled parking stalls, and 12’ (min.) adjacent to 30-degree angled parking stalls.

b. The minimum clear width and depth parking stall dimensions shall be 8’-8” and 18’-0”,
respectively.

c. Parking geometry shall be optimized to reduce unnecessary pavement surfaces.

Depict proposed building doors and provide sufficient grades/details on conceptual paving, grading
and drainage plans to verify ADA accessibility design for the site, especially ground floor access to
the new building, as well as crossing proposed driveways and connecting to existing sidewalks (at
intersections and with adjacent property) as appropriate; coordinate proposed site grading and 1st
Level Finished Floor Elevations to meet ADA accessibility requirements. Provide a cross section from
F.F.E to existing sidewalk at the intersection of the property.

Per ULDR Sec. 47-20.13.D - On-site stormwater retention shall be provided in accordance with the
requirements of the regulatory authority with jurisdiction over stormwater management System.
Therefore, please provide drainage calculation showing proposed design will meet applicable South
Florida Water Management District design criteria.

Drainage mitigation is required for any impacts within adjacent City of Fort Lauderdale Right-of-Way,
such as increased runoff, additional impervious areas, and reduction of existing storage or treatment
(i.e. swale areas). Engineer of Record (EOR) shall evaluate the adjacent City roadway system
capacity and demonstrate that the proposed improvements will not negatively impact the City’s
existing drainage system, and provide recommendations in compliance with the City’s
Comprehensive Plan (i.e. meets or exceeds the 10-year/1-day storm event drainage criteria).

a. Show location of building roof drains, and their proposed connection(s) to the on-site
drainage system.

16. Please provide reasonable assurances that the drainage system will be able to be effectively
operated and maintained. Response shall include the following at a minimum:
a. Provide plans demonstrating how will the drainage structures will be accessible by equipment
required to maintain the system and or replaced the system in the event of failure.

17. Show and label all existing and proposed utilities (utility type, material, and size) on civil and
landscaping plans for potential conflict. A min. 5 feet and 10 feet horizontal clearance horizontal
separation is required between city utilities infrastructure and proposed small and large trees,
respectively (including proposed water and sewer services to the development). Any new trees
(located within or adjacent to City Right-of-Way) should be placed with sufficient horizontal and
vertical distances (per City, County, and State guidelines) to / from City’s public infrastructure,
including stormwater assets, to allow for continued Public Works maintenance without obstruction. If
this cannot be accommodated due to field conditions, then the developer shall relocate the existing
City’s public infrastructure to resolve the conflict(s) and to comply with City’s, County’s & State’s
engineering standards/permits/policies. Ensure separation is provided and include a note regarding
horizontal clearance requirement on the landscape plans.

18. Proposed trees shall be installed a min. 4 feet behind proposed curbs when adjacent to travel lanes
and a min. 6 feet away from adjacent travel lanes when no curb is present.

19. Discuss if pedestrian lighting is proposed; if not, discuss the possibility of the addition of pedestrian
lighting along City Right-of-Way, which requires perpetual maintenance by the Applicant via a
Maintenance Agreement executed with the city. Please contact the Case Planner for details to
match the area.

20. Provide Maintenance Agreement Area Exhibit, which provides a visual representation of the area
within the adjacent public Right-of-Way (adjacent to the proposed development) to be maintained
in perpetuity by the developer. Label whether the adjacent Right-of-Way is FDOT, BCHCED, or City
jurisdiction, as well as label all proposed improvements, including asphalt and other specialty paving,
specialty sidewalks, curb and gutter etc. that will be maintained by the Applicant throughout the life
of the improvements.

369J with a base flood elevation of 6 + 1’=7" NAVD 88 NAVD. Show all FFE elevations below the (Base Flood
Elevation 6’ (BFE) NAVD 88.) )include the Finish Floor Elevations on Elevation sheets (Sheet A-3.0A), (Sheet A-
3.0b).

Comment 2
(Sheet SP-10) ,(Sheet A-1.0a) states building to be flood Proofed up to 6° NAVD this will need to be corrected
to show that building will be floodproofed to 7” NAVD 88 (BFE 6’ + 1’ =7 NAVD 88.

Presently due to HB 401 effective July 1, 2021, currently we are only able to enforce the 2014 FIRM. But when
the Flood Insurance Rate Maps change to the higher elevations shown on the preliminary maps then we wiill
be requiring that the new BFE 6 + 1 =7*‘NAVD 88 will need to be meet for all finish floor elevations (FFE).This is
also currently the flood zone on the 2014 IFRM.

1. Please verify with FODT as to a requirement of dedication for along South Federal HWY.
a. New sidewalk would be placed along the new property line creating a landscape strip for
the streetscape between the travel lane and sidewalk.

2. With the FDOT dynamic message sigh along South Federal HWY, please coordinate and meet with
FDOT as to species of canopy trees and palms that may be installed within the area of the sign.
Please inform the Landscape Department of FDOT approved species that may be utilized. Please
take in regard the city promotes the use of canopy trees as street trees to provide shade along
the public realm of the sidewalk. Please show and identify on the Landscape plans the FDOT
dynamic message sign.

3. lllustrate and label the horizontal clearance from tree trunk to edge of utility on the landscape
plan. Landscaping must provide a minimum horizontal clearance of 5 feet for small trees and
palms, and a minimum of 10 feet for large trees and palms from underground utilities. Please
show the measured distance between the utility and tree trunk on plans.

4. Please provide FDOT line of sight from Ponce De Leon DR. to verify any potential conflicts to the
streetscape.

5. Along the perimeter of a parcel of land which abuts a street, exclusive of vehicular access
points, a perimeter landscape area shall be provided. The depth of the perimeter landscape
area shall be a minimum of five (5) feet, a maximum of twenty-eight (28) feet, and an average
of ten (10) feet. It appears that the VUA landscape buffer facing Ponce De Leon DR. is undersize,
please demonstrate and provide calculations on plans that code is being met. Section 47-21.12

6. Please show on plans the minimum 2.5 landscape buffer strip along the south side of the VUA
adjacent to the neighboring property.

7. Trees counting towards the VUA are to be no more then ten feet from the edge of pavement and
proposed in a location that its natural growth will not be impaired.

8. Shade trees shall be located a minimum of fifteen (15) feet away from structures. Please show
the measured horizontal clearance between tree trunk and site structure and neighboring
structure. Section 47-21.9.

9. New treesrequired to be installed shall be planted so normal growth and aesthetic appearance
will not be impaired nor shall potentially large trees be planted under utility lines or lighting, too
close to structures or in an area where they will obstruct emergency vehicle access. Section 47-
21.9. Along Ponce De Leon DR. there appears to be proposed Oak trees under the canopy of
the existing Oak tree and others placed approximately 15 feet apart, this would be in conflict
of code by not allow the new Oak trees proper growth. Please investigate alternative species
such as other canopy and or flowering understory trees to eliminate the conflict. As to the street
tree requirement, flowering trees may be utilized as long as the first 50 percent of the street trees
are shade trees. Section 47-21.13.B.16.

10. It was mentioned in staff meeting that landscape area strip be created between the public realm
of the sidewalk and Ponce De Leon DR. Depending on the width of the landscape strip will
determine what landscape materials may be proposed.

a. A minimum separation of 6 feet is required between the tree trunk and travel lane when
curb and gutter DO NOT exist, and a minimum separation of 4 feet is required between
the tree trunk and travel lane when curb and gutter DO exist. lllustrate this clearance.

11. Decorative stone may be utilized up to 10 percent of the landscape area, please provide
calculations of its use.

12. Additional comments may be forthcoming after next review of new plans and written comment
responses.

The following comments are for informational purposes.

Please consider the following prior to submittal for Building Permit:

1. A separate sub-permit application for Tree Removal, Relocation, and General Landscaping for site is
required at time of master permit submittal. These are Landscape and Tree permit application
documents different than the Broward County standard applications. Please do not submit for tree
removal at this time of DRC submittal.

2. Note that tree removal at time of demolition will not be permitted unless the Master Permit for
redevelopment has been submitted for review.

3. Proposed landscaping work in the City’s right of way requires engineering approval. This approval
requires documents to be submitted for Engineering review. Note that Landscape will not approve
permit review without these Engineering documents being submitted.

4. Approval from jurisdiction for landscape installation in Right Of Way preferred prior to final DRC sign off

but may be provided at time of permit submittal. If jurisdiction approval is obtained after DRC final sign
off and the plans require any change, Administrative Review will be required prior to permit review.

1. Entry doors should be solid, impact resistant or metal and should be equipped with a 180-degree
view peephole.

2. Windows should be impact resistant and equipped with burglary deterrent features such as track
blocks, door pins, or similar devices.

3. All glazing should be impact resistant.
4. Building should be pre-wired for an alarm system.

5. A CCTV system should be employed throughout the property with focus on entry/exit points, parking,
and common areas. It should be capable of retrieving an identifiable image of a person.

6. Emergency communication devices should be placed in the office and parking lot. These should be
easily identifiable and accessible.

7. Office, restroom, and all common area doors should be lockable from the inside to provide safe
shelter in the case of an active threat such as an active killer event.

8. Light-reflecting paint should be used in the parking lot to increase visibility and safety.

According to the Broward County Trafficways plan this site is required to dedicate 10 feet of property
towards the public right of way. This dedication is meant for the movement of either pedestrians,
bicyclist, or vehicles. The proposed planter boxes to meet the site landscape requirements must not
be within this dedication.

Include a table showing the proposed land uses, the floor area in square feet for each land use, the
parking ratio, the number of parking spaces required by type, and the number of parking spaces
proposed by type (standard, compact, handicapped, bicycle, loading, etc.). ULDR Sec. 47-20.2. -
Parking and loading zone requirements.

All parking must be provided in accordance with design and construction standards of the ULDR
Section 47-20.11. Show dimensions for: stall width, depth of stall 90 degrees to aisle, aisle width,
width of stall parallel to aisle, module width, angle of parking stalls.

Show inbound and outbound stacking requirements from the property line to the first conflict point
according to Section 47-20.5 General design of parking facilities for each proposed driveway.

The pavement width for the southbound travel lane on Ponce De Leon Dr is about 15 feet wide.
Reach out to Karen Warfel kwarfel@fortlauderdale.gov from the Transportation and Mobility
Department to see if the extra 5’ can be used for either a wider sidewalk or landscape area.

Any proposed drainage well, manhole, pull box etc. installed in the sidewalk must be flat, ADA
compliant and not impact the effective width of the sidewalk clear path.

Ensure all access points, sidewalks, walkways, and curb cuts are unobstructed and ADA accessible
with appropriate slopes and detectible warning devices and indicate on the site plan. This includes
all access to/from the site entrance. Add the dimension, clearances, and slopes of the walkways.
