a. The processing of approval of development orders or permits, as defined in Section
163.3177(6)(f)3., Florida Statutes, as amended, for affordable housing projects is expedited to a
greater degree than other projects.

b. The modification of impact-fee requirements, including reduction or waiver of fees and
alternative methods of fee payment for affordable housing.

c. The allowance of flexibility in densities for affordable housing.

d. The reservation of infrastructure capacity for housing for very-low-income persons, low-income
persons, and moderate-income persons.

e. The allowance of affordable accessory residential units in residential zoning districts.
