The following comments are for informational purposes. Please consider the following prior to submittal for 
Final DRC: 

1. The Florida Building Code shall apply to the construction, alteration, movement, enlargement,
replacement, repair, equipment, use and occupancy, location, maintenance, removal and
demolition of every building or structure or any appurtenances connected or attached to such
buildings or structures.

2. All projects must consider safeguards during the construction process. FBC Chapter 33 delineates
various safeguards that may apply during the construction phase. All structures associated with the
protection of pedestrians will require a separate permit. A licensed professional must sign and seal
the plans and specifications.

3. The City of Fort Lauderdale is a participating municipality in the National Flood Insurance Program
(NFIP). The requirements specific to the City of Fort Lauderdale can be found in

1. Provide copy of Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Pre-application meeting memorandum or
approval letter as applicable for the proposed improvements along South Atlantic Boulevard. For
meeting request or for additional information please contact FDOT District 4 Access Manager at
D4AccessManagement@dot.state.fl.us

2. Provide permanent Sidewalk Easement as appropriate along north side of SW 26th Street to
accommodate portion of pedestrian clear path (coordinate required width with TAM) that may be
located beyond public Right-of-Way. Show / label delineation in the plans.

3. Provide 10’ x 15’ (min.) permanent water Easement for any 4 Inch or larger water meter located within
the proposed development (for City Maintenance access); show / label delineation in the plans as
appropriate.

4. Meet the City’s Adequacy requirements to services provided to the public (fire service, water,
wastewater, stormwater, transportation, etc.), per ULDR Section 47-25.2 of the City’s Code of
Ordinances.  Assess potential demands and impacts on City services and prepare a design for each
that utilizes existing water, wastewater, stormwater, and transportation infrastructure to adequately
serve this project.  If the adequate infrastructure is not available, prepare a design that
extends/expands the connection to the nearest City system to adequately serve this development.

a. Prepare service demand calculations for water & wastewater services and obtain a letter of
service availability from the City’s Public Works – Engineering Department. Submit water and

5. The proposed 2” domestic water meter shall be upsized to match the proposed 4” tap.

6. Provide disposition of existing utilities on-site and within the adjacent right of way that may be
impacted by the proposed development. Label information on plans (i.e. utility to remain/ be
relocated/ removed). Provide correspondence from utility owner (as applicable) and depict any
additional requirements they may have on plan (i.e. easements). Utilities include but are not limited
to above and underground water, sewer, drainage, electrical, communications, light/power poles,
down guys, fire hydrants, manholes, etc.

7. Per ULDR Section 47-2.2.Q, show and label sight triangles as appropriate for safe and adequate
access of drivers and pedestrians, on the Site Plan, Landscape Plans, and Civil Plans:  intersections of
driveways with streets and alleys (10’ measured from intersection point of pavement edges), alleys
with alleys (15’ measured from intersection point of extended property lines), alleys with streets (15’
measured from intersection point of extended property lines), and streets with streets (25’ measured
from intersection point of extended property lines).  The request for reduction of sight triangle
dimensions is subject to review by the City Engineer on a case-by-case basis.  Per ULDR Section 47-
19.1.E, no accessory use or structure shall be permitted within a sight triangle except as provided

in ULDR Section 47-35. Ensure sight triangles are also depicted on adjacent driveways that would be 
impacted by proposed improvements on this project. Sight triangles located at the intersection of a 
local street or driveway with a right-of-way under County, State or Federal jurisdictions, are subject to 
the sight visibility requirements of those jurisdictions.  

8. Proposed western driveway entrance along Marina Mile Blvd shall comply with the following:

a. The driveway approach shall be designed/flared to indicate a one-way entrance.

b. The driveway approach shall align with the turn lane on the north side of the road coming off
Marina Mile Blvd.

9. Clearly depict trash enclosure on site plan.

a. Show truck turning movements in and out the proposed dumpster enclosure/ building as
applicable.

b. Ensure sufficient height clearance is provided within the garage for truck access.

10. Sheets A-300 – A-400 (Building Elevations):  Show and label existing Right-of-Way, and horizontal
building clearances on all building elevation / section details, as appropriate. Plan, with respect to
Right-of-Way boundaries.

11. Provide and label typical roadway cross-section for the proposed development side of Marina Mile
Blvd at driveway access points.

12. Existing public sidewalks adjacent to the proposed development (to remain) must be inspected by
the Engineer of Record to ensure existing sidewalks meet ADA standards and are in good condition.
A signed and sealed assessment must be provided indicating sidewalks were inspected and any
sidewalk replacement requirements. Plans shall reflect the extent of sidewalk replacement
accordingly.

13. Per ULDR Section 47-20.17, show and label on Site Plan the Vehicle Reservoir Spaces (VRS) required
for the proposed development – a minimum 10’ x 20’ area for each vehicle to be accommodated
for the temporary stopping of a vehicle awaiting service, which shall be located in an area within a
parking facility which is not used for any other vehicular use such as access, parking, site circulation
or loading.  Each VRS shall be in a location that does not conflict or interfere with other traffic
entering, using or leaving the site; design configuration shall be such that there shall be no backing
into the street permitted.

Clarify whether the proposed parking is 100% valet or not. Depict information on site plan data table/
plans accordingly.

14. Label on Site Plan Data Table the required and proposed type of loading zone(s) required, per ULDR
Section 47-20.2 Table 2 and Section 47-20.6; also label location of ADA van-accessible parking stalls.
If applicable, show truck turning template circulation (label typical minimum centerline turning
radius) entering and exiting the site as required for the proposed development.  Turning geometries
and loading zone design shall be in accordance with ULDR Section 47-20.6.

15. Study possibility of reducing proposed Drive Aisle areas within proposed development as much as
practical, especially where not adjacent to 90-degree parking stalls.

16. For all levels in the parking garage:

a. Show and label total number of parking stalls, dimension areas including drive aisle widths,
vertical clearances, typical parking stall width/depth, as well as sloping floor and ramp
grades.

b. The minimum clear width and depth parking stall dimensions shall be 8’-8” and 18’-0”,
respectively, and shall not be encroached upon by building columns.

17. Depict proposed building doors and provide sufficient grades/details on conceptual paving, grading
and drainage plans to verify ADA accessibility design for the site, especially ground floor access to
the new building, as well as crossing proposed driveways and connecting to existing sidewalks (at
intersections and with adjacent property) as appropriate; coordinate proposed site grading and 1st
Level Finished Floor Elevations to meet ADA accessibility requirements.

a. Elevations shall be depicted on the provided cross sections.

18. Per ULDR Sec. 47-20.13.D - On-site stormwater retention shall be provided in accordance with the
requirements of the regulatory authority with jurisdiction over stormwater management System.
Therefore, please provide drainage calculation showing proposed design will meet applicable South
Florida Water Management District design criteria.

19. Please provide reasonable assurances that the drainage system will be able to be effectively
operated and maintained. Response shall include the following at a minimum:

a. Provide plans demonstrating how the drainage structures will be accessible by equipment
required to maintain the system and or replaced the system in the event of failure.

20. Show and label all existing and proposed utilities (utility type, material and size) on civil and
landscaping plans for potential conflict (per City Utility Atlas Maps). A min. 5 feet and 10 feet
horizontal clearance horizontal separation is required between city utilities infrastructure and
proposed small and large trees, respectively (including proposed water and sewer services to the
development).  Any new trees (located within or adjacent to City Right-of-Way) should be placed
with sufficient horizontal and vertical distances (per City, County, and State guidelines) to / from
City’s public infrastructure, including stormwater assets, to allow for continued Public Works
maintenance without obstruction.  If this cannot be accommodated due to field conditions, then the
developer shall relocate the existing City’s public infrastructure to resolve the conflict(s) and to
comply with City’s, County’s & State’s engineering standards/permits/policies. Ensure separation is
provided and include a note regarding horizontal clearance requirement on the landscape plans.

21. Proposed trees shall be installed a min. 4 feet behind proposed curbs when adjacent to travel lanes
and a min. 6 feet away from adjacent travel lanes when no curb is present.

22. Provide Maintenance Agreement Area Exhibit, which provides a visual representation of the area
within the adjacent public Right-of-Way (adjacent to the proposed development) to be maintained
in perpetuity by the developer.  Label whether the adjacent Right-of-Way is FDOT, BCHCED, or City
jurisdiction, as well as label all proposed improvements, including asphalt and other specialty paving,
specialty sidewalks, landscaping, irrigation, lighting, curb and gutter etc. that will be maintained by
the Applicant throughout the life of the improvements.

23. Within adjacent City Right-of-Way, staging/storage will not be allowed, construction fence shall not
encroach within intersection corner sight triangles, construction fence gates shall not swing into the
public Right-of-Way

24. Proposed public and private improvements shall consider the construction limitation per Code of
Ordinance Section 25-7 on all streets, alleys and sidewalks which are under the jurisdiction of the city,
as these may be closed for construction for a period not to exceed seventy-two (72) hours.

If your plans are being designed to the 2014 FIRM Flood Insurance
Rate Maps and when you make application for a building permit, you will use the Flood Insurance Rate Maps
in effect at that time. Flood zones may also change, and applicants will be required to meet the Base Flood
Elevation (BFE) + 1’ freeboard+.4) = FFE of that flood zone in effect at time of building permit application. This
is why the preliminary flood zone information has also been provided to you.

Flood vents
are required to be on opposing walls at 1 square inch for every square foot of enclosed area.

2. Provide a corresponding list, as per ULDR 47-21.15, of these trees/palms including:
a. tree number for each
b. botanical name and common name for each
c. trunk diameter, in inches, at chest height for trees
d. clear trunk in feet for palms
e. condition percentage as a number for each
f. indicate status for all existing trees/palms on site (remain, relocate, remove)

3. Please have a certified ISA Arborist provide the information as to the existing trees including the condition
ratings that will be required for mitigation purposes. Please provide mitigation in equivalent replacement
and in equivalent value. Please indicate how the mitigation will be provided on Landscape plans. Here is
a link to a city web page to help with mitigation calculations.

4. Tree and Plant species included on the Florida Exotic Pest Plant Council’s Invasive Plant Species List as
amended, shall not be planted as required or optional landscaping, as per ULDR Section 47-21.18, and
invasive plant species listed shall be removed from the site, as per ULDR Section 47-21.8. I.

5. For specimen size trees, provide ISA Certified Arborist report for specimen trees, as per ULDR 47-21.15.  This
report is to be on ISA Certified Arborist business letterhead with contact information and ISA Certification
number clearly stated.  This report would include tree survey with numbered trees, a corresponding table
which includes tree number, botanical name and common name, trunk diameter at breast height, clear
trunk for palms, condition percentage, etc., and a written assessment of existing tree characteristics.  This
information is required to calculate equivalent value mitigation.

6. Any relocated trees shall be moved by the applicant following the ANSI A 300 standards and guaranteed
by the permit holder for one year for trees of less than six inches in caliper and for two years for trees greater
than six inches in caliper, as per ULDR 47-21.15.  A monetary guarantee of postal money order, certified
check or cashier’s check may be required to insure compliance with requirements.  A tree protection
barricade before during and after construction activities may be required to ensure protection of tree or
trees. This can be in addition to a monetary guarantee.  The amount of guarantee is based on the
equivalent value of the tree or trees specifically included.

7. As per pre-development meeting, request that tree species for street trees along S.R. No. 84 be switched
from Quercus virginiana (Live Oak) to Delonix regia (Royal Poinciana) in order to match existing
streetscape character along the corridor.

8. Provide street trees in the right of way along SW 26th Street, as per ULDR 47-21.13. B.16.  Street trees are to
be a minimum of 12 feet tall and provided at a ratio of one street tree per forty feet of street frontage or
greater fraction thereof not subtracting ingress and egress dimensions.  When overhead utilities exist,
required street trees may be small trees provided at a minimum of a ratio of one street tree per twenty feet
frontage or greater fraction thereof not subtracting ingress and egress dimensions.

9. Illustrate and label the horizontal clearance from tree trunk to edge of utility on the landscape
plan.  Landscaping must provide a minimum horizontal clearance of 5 feet for small trees and palms, and
a minimum of 10 feet for large trees and palms from underground utilities.

10. Utilities must be protected using a root barrier fabric wrap or equivalent. Landscape Plans must illustrate
and label existing and proposed utilities in the right-of-way to confirm no utility conflicts exist, and illustrate
the above setback and wrap requirement if applicable.

11. Utilities and site amenities such as walkways, flagpoles, transformers, fire hydrants, sewer and water supply
lines, trash enclosures, and similar items located on the site shall not be placed adjacent to, in, or under
required tree planting areas, as per ULDR Section 47-21.12. Confirm with civil, site and life safety plans that
utilities and site amenities are not causing conflicts with proposed landscaping.  Where conflicts exist, shift
the utility and/or site amenities.

12. Illustrate the location of overhead utilities and follow FPL Right Tree Right Place guidelines for tree selection
and placement.

13. Shade trees require a minimum of 15 feet from structures. Section 47-21.9.F.1. Please illustrate on plans.

14. Small trees and palms must be located a minimum of seven and one-half feet away from structures.
Palms may be planted closer to each other to form clusters. Section 47-21.9.F.2. Please illustrate on plans.

15. Fences facing the street ROW are required to be setback a minimum of 3 feet from the property line and
must be planted with continuous hedges, shrubs, groundcover, AND  trees in that area between property
line and fence. These plantings shall be planted between the street and the property line as per ULDR 47-
19.5. C.2.

a. Hedges and shrubs may be 2 feet tall planted 2 feet apart.
b. Groundcover may be 6 inches tall planted 6 inches apart.
c. Trees may be standard or flowering at 10 feet tall, or palms at 8 feet clear trunk, planted an

average of 1 tree per 20 feet or portion thereof.
d. Please specifically note and illustrate this on plans.

16. In order to improve the appearance of vehicular use areas and to protect and preserve the appearance,
character and value of the surrounding neighborhoods, minimum landscape requirements are
established for such Vehicular Use Areas. Review ULDR Section 47-21.12 for landscape requirements for
vehicular use areas and illustrate such requirements on plans for drive aisle and surface parking proposed
along S.R. No. 84.

17. The location and zoning of this property requires adherence to Interdistrict corridor requirements ULDR 47-
23.9.B. along S.R. No. 84. The first twenty (20) feet of the yard fronting on those subject streets shall be in
landscaping. Please illustrate on plans.

18. As per Section 47-21.9.G. Each tree shall have pervious area surrounding it sufficient to support the
species, as determined by the department. Shade species with a minimum caliper of three (3) inches,
two hundred and twenty-five (225) square feet with fifteen (15) feet being the smallest dimension. Shade
species with a minimum caliper of two (2) inches, ninety (90) square feet with eight (8) feet being the
smallest dimension.

a. Tree planting areas that are reduced in width will require structural soil or a product engineered
for root growth under paved areas to provide this root development area.

19. The use of structural soil is required in paved sites to provide adequate soil volumes for tree roots under
pavements, as per ULDR Section 47-21.13.   Structural soil details and specifications can be obtained at
http://www.hort.cornell.edu/uhi/outreach/index.htm#soil This is to be provided at a minimum of 8’ radii
of tree trunks, and is to be consistently illustrated and noted on landscape, site and civil plans.

The structural soil drain is required when percolation rates are less than 4” vertical clearance per
hour.    Provide documentation of report used to prove this calculation. The drain and connections are to
be illustrated on civil plans.

a. Demonstrate hashing on landscape, site, and civil plans as to the extent of use of the Structural
Soil.

b. Provide Structural Soil Detail and composition.

20. A suspension modular paving system product may be used in place of CU Structural Soil. Please look into
the use of the Green Blue Urban soil cell, Silva cell or like product for this and all future site developments.

1. Entry doors should be solid, impact resistant or metal and should be equipped with a 180 degree
view peephole.

2. Residential unit entry doors should be equipped with a quality secondary deadbolt locking system
and have a 180 degree peephole or view port for security.

3. Sliding glass windows should be equipped with burglary deterrent features such as track blocks, door
pins, or similar devices.

4. All glazing should be impact resistant.

15. The parking garage entry should be equipped with high-speed gates or crossbars, or in ground spikes
to prevent unauthorized intrusion or “piggy-backing”.

16. Office and storefront doors and common area doors should be lockable from the inside to provide
safe shelter in the case of an active threat such as an active killer event.

A minimum of seventy-five percent (75%) of the linear frontage of a
development site along State Road 84 shall be occupied by a ground floor building wall
located twenty (20) feet from the curb line. Clearly delineate how this is being met.

b. First floor transparency. A minimum of thirty-five percent (35%) of the first-floor facade of a
building facing State Road 84 shall utilize transparent elements such as windows, doors and
other fenestration.

As such, the proposed building mass
and scale does not appear to meet this section of code and revisions are necessary. Revision should
include:

a. The building should contain more articulation with significant breaks to address mass including
dividing into two towers with minimum 60 feet between the towers, stepbacks on the north
and south sides of tower, balconies should be designed to recess and project, and a visual
break provided to address the building length;

b. The building tower roofline should contain more vertical articulation;
c. Garage screening is inadequate. The garage screening should vary in screening material,

provide for articulation, and provide visual interest for the project (see images below for
reference).

20. As proposed, the building lacks articulation, verticality, and visual interest as a mixed-use development.
The building design should be enhanced due to the visibility from the public realm, the location, and the
context of the surrounding area. This can be achieved by incorporating larger wall offsets, height
variations, increasing the ground level floor to ceiling height, incorporating varying architectural
elements, angled structural features, and accent lines. In addition, more emphasis should be placed on
high quality building materials for the first two floors fronting streets and special focus should be given to
the building corners fronting State Road 84 .

FAA approval must be obtained prior to Final-DRC
sign-off unless otherwise deemed unnecessary by the FAA.

24. Provide pedestrian level perspective renderings clearly indicating how the proposed development will
be perceived from a pedestrian’s perspective, as viewed along the public realm. Include building
details, outdoor seating, and proposed landscaping.  Such renderings should illustrate key aspects of the
project and should also reflect the context of the area. Specifically, this should showcase the north and
south portions of the property.

25. The garage screening on the east façade proposes an architectural louvered screening, which does not
provide sufficient screening. Exceptional screening solutions should be used that provide variation in form
and material given the large surface areas of the parking garage façades. Ensure screening adequately
blocks out light and noise pollution. See below for examples of screening materials.
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26. Ensure the site plan package contains adequate amount of detail drawings and cross sections for: (1)
frontages at key points reflecting variations in grade, design, and site elements; (2) the frontage along
SR 84; (3) and other building design features as necessary to demonstrate compliance with the Mixed-
Use and Interdistrict Corridor requirements.

27. Per the City of Fort Lauderdale’s Comprehensive Plan - Urban Design Element, Goal 2, Objective UD 2.2,
Policy UD 2.2.4, the City’s goal is to encourage public art features in development projects to enhance
the nature of our urban spaces. Consider placing art pieces throughout the open space and plaza
area to further enhance the overall public realms and vitality of public spaces. It is encouraged that
any incorporated art features are clearly visible or easily accessible to the public from adjacent public
property, including sidewalks, streets or other public thoroughfares, and possess functional as well as
aesthetic qualities that typically reflect an awareness of a given site, both physically and socially.

28. Be advised, additional comments may be generated based on revised plans.

GENERAL COMMENTS 
The following comments are for informational purposes. 
1. Pursuant to UDLR Section 47-19.2.DD,  if a temporary construction/sales trailer is proposed for this project,

provide separate sheets in the plan set that depict the location with on-site parking, design details
including temporary structure material and color, vehicle use area landscape, and other applicable
regulations to avoid separate review applications in the future.

2. An additional follow-up coordination meeting may be required to review project changes necessitated
by the DRC comments. Prior to routing your plans for Final DRC sign-off, please schedule an
appointment with the case planner (Michael Ferrera, mferrera@fortlauderdale.gov) to review project
revisions and/or to obtain a signature routing stamp.

3. The City’s Vision is to support sustainable infrastructure.  Consider employing green building practices
throughout the project such as, but not limited to; charging stations, tank-less water heaters, rain
collection systems, pervious pavement where appropriate, bio-swales, Florida Friendly™ plant materials,
solar panels and green roofs.
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
