Re: Implementation of Prohibitive Measures — High Impact Event — Florida Panthers
Parade

It has been determined that June 30, 2024, will be a High Impact Event for the Florida
Panthers Parade; therefore, prohibitive measures will be implemented pursuant to City
of Fort Lauderdale Ordinance C-19-03, Sec. 8-55.5.

The prohibitive measures are as follows:

e The prohibition of tents, tables, and similar structures between Las Olas Boulevard
and the Fort Lauderdale Beach Park.

In addition, please be advised that the City may or may not implement the following
prohibitive measures as a response to potential real-time conditions. Specifically, the
event attendance and crowd sizes may lead to:

e The limitation of traffic routes to prohibit vehicular access to non-residential, and permit
access only for residents and those patrons and employees of businesses located in
on the barrier island between the specific area, SE 17" Street and Sunrise Boulevard,
where traffic routes have been limited.

e The establishment of occupancy limits for different segments of beach property and
prohibiting access to those areas that have reached those occupancy limits.

This notification shall be filed with the City Clerk and delivered to all appropriate City
and local media outlets.

ORDINANCE NO. C-19-03

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF FORT LAUDERDALE,
FLORIDA, CREATING SECTION 8-55.5 OF ARTICLE Il —
PUBLIC BEACHES, TITLED “HIGH IMPACT EVENTS ON
BEACH PROPERTY,” OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF
THE CITY OF FORT LAUDERDALE, FLORIDA, PROVIDING
FOR THE CITY MANAGER'S AUTHORITY TO IMPOSE
IMMEDIATE MEASURES TO PROTECT BEACH PROPERTY
DURING HIGH IMPACT EVENTS, AND PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY, REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCE
PROVISIONS EXCEPT CHAPTER 27, ARTICLE VI,
DIVISION 2 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY
OF FORT LAUDERDALE, FLORIDA, AND AN EFFECTIVE
DATE.

WHEREAS, the beach property and adjacent areas on the barrier island, as

defined herein, in the City of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, isare a=popular destinations in which
many events occur on a regular basis; and

WHEREAS, the measures set forth in this ordinance are intended to regulate

high impact events occurring on certain portions of beach property and affecting adjacent areas
on the barrier island within the City of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, and to establish reasonable and
uniform regulations in order to promote and ensure the health, safety, and general welfare of the
residents of and visitors to the City of Fort Lauderdale; and

WHEREAS, on February 6, 2018, the City Commission adopted Ordinance No.
C-18-02, creating Section 8-55.5 - High impact events on beach property, of the Code of
Ordinances of the City of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, which ordinance sunsetted and was repealed
effective August 16, 2018;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE
CITY OF FORT LAUDERDALE, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.  That Article Il — Public Beaches, Section 8-55.5 — High impact events on beach
property, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, is hereby created to
read as follows:

Sec. 8-55.5. - High impact events on beach property.

(a)___ Definitions.

(1) Barrier island means and includes beach property as defined herein, up to
and including the westernmost bank of the intracoastal waterway to the
west, Southeast 17" Street to the south and Northeast 42" Court to_the
north.

£3(2) Beach property means and includes the public bathing beach or beaches

on the waters of the Atlantic Ocean in the city extending from the north line
of Government Lot 3, Section 12, Township 50 South, Range 42 East
extended to the Atlantic Ocean on the south to the northern boundary line
of Section 31, Township 49 South, Range 43 East on the north and from
North Atlantic Boulevard (State Road A-1-A) on the west to the waters of
the Atlantic Ocean on the east, save and except therefrom that area
bounded on the east by the waters of the Atlantic Ocean, on the west by
the easternmost right-of-way of State Road A-1-A, with the northern and
southern boundaries thereof as described in those instruments recorded at
Deed Book 372, Page 360 and Official Records Book 1213, Page 643 of
the Public Records of Broward County, Florida, said instruments being on
file_in the office of the city clerk, and said area generally known as Bonnet
House Private Beach, being seven hundred (700) feet of privately owned
beach, unencumbered by any public beach easement rights and further
excepting therefrom that area shown as Sand Beach on the plat of
Lauderdale Beach as recorded in Plat Book 4, Page 2, of the Public
Records of Broward County, Florida, which extends from the northern
boundary line of Section 31, Township 49 South, Range 43 East on the
south to the north boundary line of QOakland Park Beach Boulevard
extended to the waters of the Atlantic Ocean on the north and from the
east boundary line of Blocks 12, 13, Vista Park, 14, C, D, 15, 16, 17, 18
and 19 of Lauderdale Beach Subdivision as recorded in Plat Book 4, Page
2 of the Public Records of Broward County, Florida, on the west to the
waters of the Atlantic Ocean on the east, and it is hereby known and
designated as "Fort Lauderdale Beach" and is hereby declared to be a
public municipal beach and recreational area for the use of the public in
general, including the westernmost sidewalk of State Road A-1-A.

(3) Cooler means a container designed for or capable of carrying or storing
foods and beverages in cans or bottles.

3(4)_High impact event means an event or gathering on beach property in the

City of Fort Lauderdale during which one (1) or more of the following
occur: :

a. An event, activity or period of time that generates a significant spike in
social _media conversations, increasing audience impressions, and
attention on the city, which is expected to generate attendance by more
than five thousand (5,000) people for an area of beach property;

b. City parking lots and garages in an area within a_15-block radius of an
event that is held on beach property pursuant to a special event permit,
or otherwise, are at full capacity:

c. An event is held pursuant to a special event permit which is expected
to result in _attendance by more than twenty-five thousand (25,000)

people on beach property:

d. A maintenance of traffic plan would be required, or is required (e.d.,
including, but not limited to, street closures, lane closures, shuttle
service) based upon the high impact event, or pursuant to a special

event permit;

e. Hotel occupancy levels are anticipated to be greater than eight-five (85)
percent in the city; or

f. Law enforcement mutual aid or other assistance from outside law
enforcement agencies is required to provide for the safety and well-
being of residents and visitors to the beach property.

(b) City manager's authority to impose immediate measure(s) for high impact events.

Whenever the city manager determines that a high impact event on beach property will
occur, or is in progress, one (1) or more of the following immediate measures may be imposed
for beach property: and the barrier island or a portion thereof, to protect the beach property
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from damage and property degradation and in order to protect the health, safety, and welfare

of the general public:

(1)

The prohibition of coolers.

(2)

The prohibition of any inflatable devices.

(3)

The prohibition of tents, tables, and similar structures.

4)

The limitation of live or amplified music.

(5)

The Iimitatioh of traffic routes to prohibit vehicular access to non-residents,

(6)

and permit access only for residents and those patrons and employees of

businesses located in the specific area where traffic routes have been
limited.

The establishment of occupancy limits for different segments of beach

property, and prohlbltlnq access to those areas that have reached those

The prohibition of any consumption of alcohol on the beach property.

(8)

Notwithstanding Chapter 27. Article VII, Division 2 of the Code, the

prohibition or limitation of dockless scooters and other dockless mobility

programs on the barrier island as defined herein.

(¢)  Notification of high impact event measures. When one (1) or more immediate

measures are implemented by the city manager pursuant to subsection b.,

above, such measures, and their duration, shall be filed with the city clerk and

delivered to all appropriate news and social media for publication and to local

radio and television stations for broadcast. If practicable, signs may be posted in

the impacted area(s) advising of the measures during the duration of such

measures.
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(d) Enforcement penalty. Any refusal to comply with the measures imposed
pursuant to subsection 8-55.5(b), above, may be punished as provided in section
1-6 of this Code.

SECTION 2.  That if any clause, section or other part of this Ordinance shall be held invalid or
unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this Ordinance shall not
be affected thereby, but shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 3. That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith, except Chapter
27, Article VI, Division 2 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, be
and the same are hereby repealed.

SECTION 4. That this ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon final passage.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF FORT LAUDERDALE,
FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 8, ARTICLE Ill, OF THE
CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FORT
LAUDERDALE, FLORIDA, TITLED “PUBLIC BEACHES,” BY
REPEALING IN ITS ENTIRETY SECTION 8-55.4, TITLED
“FOOD AND NON-ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE SERVICE” AND
CREATING A NEW CODE SECTION 8-55.4, TITLED “SALE,
SERVICE, AND CONSUMPTION OF FOOD AND ALCOHOLIC
BEVERAGES,” TO ALLOW HOTEL OWNERS AND
OPERATORS TO SELL, SERVE AND DELIVER FOOD AND
ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ON THE PUBLIC BEACH FOR
CONSUMPTION BY HOTEL GUESTS OR ANY PERSON
RENTING A BEACH CHAIR FROM A CITY-APPROVED
BEACH CONCESSIONAIRE; AND AMENDING SECTION 8-
85, TITLED “ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES PROHIBITED,” TO
ALLOW AN EXCEPTION; PROVIDING FOR DEFINITIONS,
PROVIDING FOR REGULATIONS AND PENALTIES;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, PROVIDING FOR

WHEREAS, on September 8, 2015, the City Commission enacted ordinance
C-15-18 to create a pilot program designed to improve tourists’and visitors’ experience on Fort
Lauderdale beach by allowing the sale, service and consumption of food and non-alcoholic
beverages to tourists and visitors on the sandy area of the beach; and

WHEREAS, although the intent of the pilot program was to build and enhance
the overall resort image of Fort Lauderdale, the pilot program fell into disuse; and

WHEREAS, owners and operators of hotels located along the right-of-way of
State Road A-1-A and within the City's boundaries have expressed a desire to sell, serve, and
deliver food and alcoholic beverages to hotel guests and any person who rents a beach chair
from a City-approved beach concessionaire; and

WHEREAS, the Florida Beverage Law at Chapters 561-568, Florida Statutes,
regulates the manufacturing, distribution, sale and consumption of alcoholic beverages in public
places or private establishments and prescribes certain licensing requirements, subject to the
limitations imposed by county and municipal ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has determined that licensing hotel owners
and operators to sell, serve and deliver food, and alcoholic beverages on the beach for
consumption by hotel guests or any person occupying a beach chair rented from a City-approved
beach concessionaire, would contribute to promoting the City of Fort Lauderdale as a world-
renowned tourist destination, and thereby serve a legitimate municipal purpose; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to repeal Section 8-55.4 of the Code
of Ordinances of the City of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, (“City Code”), in its entirety and replace it
with a new section 8-55.4, to license the sale, service, and delivery of food, and alcoholic
beverages on City beaches for consumption by hotel guests or any person who rents a beach
chair from a City-approved concessionaire, and amend Section 8-85 of the City Code to allow
this activity on the City’s public beach;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE
CITY OF FORT LAUDERDALE, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1. Section 8-55.4. titled “Food and non-alcoholic beverage service.” of the Code
of Ordinances of the City of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, is hereby repealed in its entirety and
replaced by a new Section 8-55.4. titled “Sale, service, and consumption of food and alcoholic
beverages.” to read as follows:
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Sec. 8-55.4. - Sale, service, and consumption of food and alcoholic beverages.

A. Definitions.

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this Section, shall have the following
meanings ascribed to them, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Hotel means any unit, group of units, dwelling, building, or group of buildings within a single
complex of buildings which is rented to guests more than three times in a calendar year for
periods of less than thirty (30) days or one (1) calendar month, whichever is less, or which is
advertised or held out to the public as a place regularly rented to guests containing sleeping

room accommodations for twenty-five (25) or more guests and providing the services generally
provided by a hotel and recognized as a hotel in the community in which it is situated or by the
hotel industry.

Upland Hotel means any hotel located on a parcel of property that shares a property line with the
western right-of-way line of a segment of State Road A-1-A, between Holiday Drive to the south
and Sunrise Boulevard to the north, excluding that portion of A-1-A designated as Seabreeze
Boulevard from Seville Street to the north and SE 5t Street to the south.

Sale, Service or Delivery includes the act or action of supplying or offering for sale any food or
beverage item to any person.

Alcoholic Beverages includes beers, wines, liquors, and any type of beverage with any volume
of alcohol content.

Public Beach is defined in Sections 8-51 and 8-71 of the City Code.

B. License required.

Except as otherwise provided in the City Code, it shall be unlawful to provide any food or
alcoholic beverage service on any portion of the city’s Public Beach without a license.

C. License application process.

An application for a license to sell, serve, and deliver food, and alcoholic beverages on the Public
Beach for consumption by an upland hotel guest or any person who rents a beach chair from a
city-approved beach concessionaire shall be submitted to the city’s parks and recreation
department on forms provided by the department and shall be subject to the minimum
requirements set forth in this section. The parks and recreation department is responsible for the
processing and administration of license applications under this section. The application form
shall include, at minimum, the following information:

1. Name and address of an upland hotel owner or operator that fronts the right-of-way of
State Road A-1-A;

Evidence that applicant upland hotel has been issued all required food service and liquor
license(s) from the State of Florida;

A license fee with a completed license application signed by the applicant upland hotel
owner or operator. The license fee shall be calculated at an amount equal to Twenty-Five
Dollars ($25) times the total number of guest rooms at the applicant upland hotel and,
thereafter, a license application and applicable fee shall be due annually on January first
of each year. No upland hotel may engage in the sale, service, or delivery of any food or
beverage, including alcoholic beverages, until the city’s receipt of a license application
with the applicable license fee, and city commission’s approval of the license application
and license agreement; and

An operational plan that shall include the following:

a. A site plan, depicting a layout of the upland hotel’'s property boundary lines and lines
representing the extension of side boundary lines east into the Public Beach
representing the proposed location for food and any beverage service on the Public
Beach, a detailed description and design of a temporary beachfront structure, if any,
including the material to be used for the structure. Any temporary beachfront structure
plans shall satisfy all applicable permitting requirements of the City Code and shall be
reviewed and processed by the city’s development services department;

Types of food and/or beverages to be served, sold or delivered:

A traffic control plan with safety guidelines for service providers and hotel guests
expected to cross State Road A-1-A or any other right-of-way in order to access the
Public Beach to ensure no undue interference with the passage of the public on State
Road A-1-A. The traffic control plan and personnel necessary to implement said plan
shall be furnished at the sole cost and expense of each licensee;

A policy to ensure hotel quests consuming alcoholic beverages and all employees
serving or otherwise handling alcoholic beverages are 21 years of age of older:

A policy to ensure service providers wear uniforms and name tags that identify the
upland hotel as the employer, as more specifically set forth in the license application:

Use of a mobile point-of-sale (POS) system that is compatible with other credit card
processing software and necessary electronic equipment to facilitate and manage the
food and beverage sale transactions to hotel guests on the beach and any person
who rents a beach chair from a city-approved beach concessionaire;

Statement of commitment to the exclusive use of recyclable or reusable food and
beverage containers, cutlery, and condiment packaging, that all clearly identify the
upland hotel as the service provider:

Statement indicating that the applicant’s hours of operation on the Public Beach shall
be limited o seven (7) days per week, between the hours of 10:00 a.m. through 6:00
p.m. for the months of October, November, December, January, February, March,

April and May, and between the hours of 10:00 a.m. through 7:00 p.m. for the months
of June, Julge August! and Segtember Any change or deviation to these operating
hours requires prior city commission approvalte-the-city's-approved-operating-hours

for-the Public Beach:

A plan for the continuous cleanup and deposit of all trash and debris in proper
receptacles in_compliance with sanitary facilities and any safety inspection
requirements, as deemed necessary by the fire-rescue, parks and recreation
department, and development services department; and

Statement of compliance with all applicable federal, state and local laws.

D. Review process.

1. The parks and recreation department shall review the application and forward a

recommendation for consideration of the city commission.

2. The city commission shall review the application and a proposed license agreement for

approval or denial. The city reserves the right to reject or disapprove any license

application if the city determines the issuance of such a license would have an adverse

effect upon the public’s health, safety. or welfare.

The sale, service, delivery and consumption of all food or alcoholic beverages on the
Public Beach pursuant to this section shall be limited to the area within each hotel's
upland property boundary lines that extend to the Public Beach, and subject to the terms
and conditions outlined in the license agreement approved by the city commission.

No licensee’s service operation or temporary beachfront structure as defined in the City
Code, if any, shall interfere with or obstruct the view of any lifequard tower or any lifeguard
on _duty and, upon request by a lifeguard on duty or city official, the licensee shall
immediately remove said obstruction.

Beachfront storage of any equipment is prohibited.

No motorized vehicles shall be used in the service or delivery of food or beverages.

Any other provision, term, plan or condition deemed necessary by the city, as outlined in
the license agreement.

. Penalties; license suspension or revocation.

1

Temporary or Emergency suspension.

a. The city may temporarily suspend licensee’s services on any portion of the Public
Beach that is approved for use in conjunction with a city approved special event, or
for city to perform maintenance or repairs, or during periods of prohibitive measures
imposed for high impact events pursuant to section 8-55.5 of the City Code. The city
manager _or the city manager’'s designee shall provide prior written notice to the
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licensee and licensee shall immediately discontinue all food and beverage services
on the Public Beach.

b. The city may suspend licensee's services without any prior written notice upon the

issuance of a severe storm, tropical storm or hurricane watch or warning by the
National Weather Service or any other local, state of federal authority, including the
National Hurricane Center. Licensee shall immediately discontinue all food and
beverage services on the Public Beach.

2. Suspension or revocation for non-compliance.

a. The city manager or his designee shall have the right to suspend any beach service
license for non-compliance with any of the requirements of this section and licensee
shall immediately discontinue all food and beverage services on the Public Beach
upon receipt of a suspension notice from the city manager. Licensee is required to
correct any deficiencies or failure to comply with any provisions of the license within
forty-eight (48) hours after a written notice is issued by the city manager or his

designee.

b. In the event licensee fails to correct the deficiencies or fails to comply with the terms
and conditions of a license issued under this section within the forty-eight (48) hour
curing period, and the licensee did not secure a written extension to cure from the city
manager or his designee prior to the expiration of the 48-hour curing period, the city
manager or his designee shall have the option to immediately revoke the license and
licensee shall immediately discontinue all food and beverage services on the Public
Beach.

3. Appeal. Should the city manager or his designee suspend or revoke a license under this
section, the licensee shall have thirty (30) calendar days from the date of the city's written
notice to appeal the decision of the city manager or the city manager's designee to the
city commission. The decision of the city commission shall be final.

4. Enforcement.

a. If a licensee continues to provide services pursuant to this section after the city
manager or his designee issues a decision to suspend or revoke a license issued
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under this section, and licensee fails to file a timely appeal to the city commission, the
decision of the city manager or his designee becomes final and the city may initiate
code enforcement proceedings pursuant to Chapter 11 of the City Code.

If a licensee continues to provide services pursuant to this section after the city
commission issues a final decision to suspend or revoke a license issued under this
section, the city may initiate code enforcement proceedings pursuant to Chapter 11 of
the City Code.

If any upland hotel owner or operator, or anyone, engages in the sale, service, or
delivery of food or beverage, including alcoholic beverages, on the Public Beach
without a license agreement approved by the city commission as provided in this
section, the city may initiate code enforcement proceedings pursuant to Chapter 11 of
the City Code.

e

G. Repeal.

This entire code section shall automatically be repealed, null and void and of no further force
and effect, unless re-enacted by the city commission on or before three hundred sixty-five (365)
days from the date of its passage. In the event this code section is automatically repealed, any
license or license agreement approved by the city commission is automatically terminated and

all rights and privileges granted thereunder shall be null and void and of no further force and
effect.

SECTION 2. Section 8-85. titled “Alcoholic beverages prohibited.” of the Code of Ordinances
of the City of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 8-85. - Alcoholic beverages prohibited.

It shall be unlawful for any person to drink, sell, dlspense or manually possess any
alcoholic beverage d W
the city's public beach and recreatlon area, as deflned in sectiong 8- 51 and 8-71, or upon
any parking area or parking space adjacent to or abutting such beach and recreation area
except as outlined in section 5-3(d)_and section 8-55.4.

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SECTION 3. At the direction of the City Attorney, the publisher of the Code of Ordinances of
the City of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, is authorized to conform chapter, article, section, subsection,
and clause numbers and letters, and capitalization, set forth in the Code of Ordinances of the
City of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, and to correct any non-substantive scrivener’s errors in the
codification of this Ordinance without the need for a public hearing.

SECTION 4. That if any clause, section, or other part of this Ordinance shall be held invalid
or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this Ordinance shall
not be affected thereby but shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 5. That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith, be and the same
are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 6. This Ordinance shall automatically be repealed, null and void and of no further
force and effect, unless re-enacted by the City Commission on or before 365 days from date of

its passage.

SECTION 7. In the event this Ordinance is automatically repealed, any license or license
agreement approved by the city commission is automatically terminated and all rights and
rivileges granted thereunder shall be null and void and of no further force and effect.

SECTION 8. That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon its passage on second
reading.
